Even in former times people have thought aboutstiigect existence or non-existence of the world
and itself, mainly in the area of the so calledlgduphy (= love for wisdom). So out of it a new
branch of philosophy was created, the so calledstentialism”. And one part of this philosophers
has tried to solve this problem, as they claimesbito, ergo sum™: “| feel, so | am ” — after one of
their spokesman Rene Descartes .The mind and tadeénsy has receive a key-role in the
exploration of the final question after existent¢he self and the world around it.

That this way leads to a dead end street, all thvbsetraveled along this have experienced it !

Which opportunities we could think about that therl around us and we are not existing at all?

We for example could be...

-the dream of a being

-part of a computer game, wherein the player engling about the program, that even have
thoughts about their real existence

-the thought of a being or a separate universe,ekiats forever, but in himself has no remaining
personality, it forms himself out of his imaginamyorld according to the laws and passes away in
order to come back to life again in another imaginerld.

So the ‘life “would be eternal, the personality tfis life just temporary and continually
Disconnected from a “non-personality”.

-part of a movie, that again and again follows agicg to the set laws , wherein the persons inwblve
seen to decide themselves —but in reality havénflieence upon what happens and call it fate.

- A special case would be a world, without any ulyiteg concept, simply created by

a happy or an unhappy row incidents or “accidenksis world is real, but only in a material sense
and kind , because her beginning can’t be catjfher end is not sure, her present is not ciéedro
by anything but coincident . She can fall into @aydition and her existence would be secured only
for the one moment in the present. Aside from thist such a world is not able to exist- her
lawlessness” moves her into a condition , that ca@t call really existence.Then it could be, that
our senses don't tell us the truth about our emvirent:

- it could be, that the reality is made up difféhgnthen our senses and our brain is projectinthat
maybe the “crazy and mad” people see the worldemeal than the “normal “people. If a person
suffered from a psychological sickness or had egpee with hallocinogene drugs or abuse of
alcohol, that person knows that the appearing &atiged discernment suddenly seem to be natural
and normal to that person.

-it could be that one world or even many worldssearound us, from whom we have no knowledge,
like a man that swims in the open ocean, the healerme him, the desert of water and a few meters,
that he can only recognize, while meters below thiere opens up a world, that he does not see nor
know about. From time to time he may see parts, dfut can’'t sort them out not the beauty of this
world below him nor the dangers that may threaiendventually. - it could be that the human being
thinks about it , but is limited in his worldviewo that An objective knowledge is not possible, but
that human beings can only see and judge, whatrtfied already expects.




In conclusion one can say: The presumption, thattbrld is like we see it, is only one out of many
thinkable possibilities and even worse: we dontwrand will never know, if our world really exists
and if the conscience of our existence fits thétyeddow does the human being deal with that “poin
of view"?

Well, if someone really asks such a question, sedhees the problem usually in the way — that the
question after the “truth”- the final evidence a$ hexistence and of his world- he denies- “All is
maja-deception” this or that way, like Pilate wiaddsabout Jesus in John 18:37-38

king. To this end was | born, and for this causmed into the world, that | should bear witness
unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth letamy voice.

What Pilate wanted supposedly to express, wasdnsiction that there is really an absolute, all-
encompassing and final truth Pilatus, but no marit @mprehend it. And that is correct! As one is
not able to measure the change of temperaturedeirsiclosed system , because stendard of
comparisonis missing , just as a fish does not know abbetexistence of the ocean as part of the
surface of the earth and he is not able to sayhamyabout it , only that what he describesias h
information and categorizes in into his worldvie#o the scientist is able to describe the world
around him and the limits of his experience andiiregl laws he is able to ,explain“-but through
this he still has no evidence and he will ndweiable to do so, because he is not able to ke
world. That is the root problem of philosophy oftmodern western worldview! She claims in
opposition to the world religions and known philpkes, to describe the world and its mechanisms
and cycles and make thgmenetrablywithout any preconditioned belief of any kind.eSh proud to

be “objective science” Even though her worldviewsds also upon a faith dogma , that is not
gquestioned: namely , that all, what exists isactbjin any form of logic , and therefore alsosirioe
appraisabléor humans.

Those experiences that are made in the materiddweog that 1+1=2, as one can't divide
through zero - because the mathematical and logmations of the calculation are different !
That there could be no equal opposite resultst Teafuture is the result of the past events etc.-
these is the philosophical foundation of this woidgdv , and these are based updaith!!! Well
they do not contradict with our experiences, buatMioes that really mean? Furthermore the
modern natural science has the tendency, to sakety@estions, that do not fit into their modern
world system,- e.g. why there are explicit foresagbon future events, not occurred events , at
best they call it then “self full-filling prophecy”

So the western worldview nowadays is not realllased logical system , but also based upon a
faith! What | mean with the word ,faith” is deslseid in the Bible like this: Hebrews 11:1
Now faith is the substance of things hoped for ethidence of things not seen.”

The ,confession of faith “ of a modern day personld look like this:

The human of today has the hope, that all evertigsitife run inside all logical laws

He doesn’t doubt, that finally all events are adagresult of cause and effect.

In case of observations, that contradicts thithfao they will be negated or categorized as Yot
explainable”. So the contemporary of today thatsédyonly believe what | see” and *“to believe
means to know nothing” as it is about the Chnstiagmas like the existence of Heaven and Hell,
even a very believing person! And there the pnoisistart!



There now to two different worldviews collide thaate based upon dogmas , that are not questioned,
but only can believed , even an “illuminated sdshtwill deny it. Thedistinctiveness of the today
materialistic and even atheistic faith comparedther belief systems is, that it does not need any
kind of revelation outside of the world system daherefore is nothing else than human
speculation. For its agents all is relative, alwesferring to an observer inside the system, that i
not able to have his own point of view, comparetht® geocentric world system ,who describes
the movement of the planets, but never could expllaem. It's sick, how proud the science
today is about the heliocentric world system, beedtisees its (re)discoveag the beginning of
the enlightened western cultuteLet us stick to the problem of faith as a founolatof all
knowledge:

Hebrews 11:3

Through faith we understand that the worlds weesmied by the word of God, so that things
which are seen were not made of things which deapp

Every foundation of human knowledge is FAITH! If i$ the faith in the God of the Bible or the
unigue reality of the visible world or the realidy the invisible world. So there is the exampleaof
philosophical founded definition of the “living” dnthe “dead” material (the Bible has a different
view as nowadays, compare Romans 8:19-22;Psalih8 14uke 19:40 and others , for them there
are no “dead “ things) .Every faith comes direaityindirectly not from human beings , but from
God!

Why? Also atheists assume in the world like itne,God has shown up, because a non-existence of
God can't be proven likewise as God believing husnaan't proof God’'s existence. Even “no
revelation of God “ is a revelation! Let's look nost one revelation of God out of area of the
Christian faith:

Exodus 3:1-6

Now Moses kept the flock of Jethro his father wm, lthe priest of Midian: and he led the flock to
the backside of the desert, and came to the mouatatod, even to Horeb.

And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him iramé of fire out of the midst of a bush: and
he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with énel the bush was not consumed.

And he said, Draw not nigh hither: put off thy eedrom off thy feet, for the place whereon thou
standest is holy ground. Moreover he said, | am@od of thy father, the God of Abraham, the
God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. And Moses isifhlae; for he was afraid to look upon God.

Here the Bible describes a revelation of God, wleaddand how the human has to see the world. The
human being is only able to know about himself g#redworld ,from the outside view*, what God
reveals him ( one may intervene , that thereatse self produced mystical experiences, e.g tirou
meditation or consumption of — but there is thaeyscan’t be left behind only extended. There also
the human being part of the whole extended systeiffiten the human has to believe the revelation,
in order to create his view of life, which he ne@dsrder to be able to live. Therefore it's ed=dn
important not only to have a belief , but thentitaith!



Because faith is a conscience or unconscious decit trust in something that one is not able to
proof. Faith is practiced by every human beingyjdiecause he trusts in his life experience and
thinks that the former empiric found and applietesuare also applicable for the present situation.
For example: a car driver has faith every dayhiglife into the natural laws and the calculatjo
that other participants of the traffic, also tlieesst, the naturalist, They daily practice a bfdaith !
About his ,faith confession” we've aready beerkitad before . God's word describes him this way:
Ephesians 2,3:

Among whom also we all had our conversation in sirpast in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling
the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and vegreature the children of wrath, even as others.

The ,naturalist* build his life upon the relialtifiof his senses and the “sense” of his mind and
memory. He believes only, what he understands Wwith mind and rejects every form of
“supernatural” revelation. As one confronts suclpesson with reports and experiences, that are
.supernatural“, or takes away the reliability oketimind or the senses ,, then he ,pulls away the
ground under his feet* and pushes him into & to exist , that’s hell for him!” That's why ttee

is resistance nowadays against any form of unexgiéée wonders and the desire to explain every
blow of fate and find one that's guilty .That's why all dissiens about the evolution theory are
senseless and the Christian books that are tréthmaut evolution only Christians read. Even this s
called evolution theory becomes more and more dith tonfession of the modern world, which is
not allowed to be questioned, even there are mangus arguments available against it (There is a
little booklet from Winfried Bittner called: “Evotion-No thank you!”)

One that already had experience with drugs or tgoksn occultism, then he knows, what it means ,
as a person loose his faith upon the reliabdlitg reproduction of natural laws like supernataral
natural scientific knowledge that is contrary e usual occurrence and experiences. It destreys th
self confidence and leads to extreme and panicdiediinsecurity in life. We humans live surrounded
by an invisible reality, as the word of God say$ We are not able to cope with it without God’s
protection and guidance! That's why God has syigtohibited any form of occultism ( e.g
Deuteronomy18:10-12)!.

What meaning has the logical thing for a Christian?

As already said, they logical thinking is not a tmauprocess of the brain, in comparison with a
machine, because logic is always bound to the vagen of our environment, it is learned thinking.
(Compare e.g. physiology of the western with thén€se medicine: Both are concluding according
to the method if-then or because of then- but beedivey have different philosophical mindsets, they
have an opposite view about the changing effectbenrhuman body) The mind is always trying to
categorize, what comes to his senses, and onlyubedhe majority of the people in the world have
made the same basic experience, we are agreethg mesults of our thinking. Now we see e.g at
the comparison between the western with the taditi Chinese medicine, while we all try to get to
understand things through analysis, thinks the €@rmedicine through the reporting and categori-
zation of connections- and there she succeeds!aNely grasp the reality through the filter of our
senses and mind, that has to have something- negibibe, repeatable laws- in order to cope with the
world and not to be “pressed” The good thing isd®as made us in His image!

that travels with his This fact alone enablestosthink the thoughts of God* and at the basic word
like ,love" or ,truth® we independently come to tleame conclusions! That's why every human
being has the ability to think logically, and thatenabling us to grasp this world with our natural
senses and gain knowledge.

However it is dangerous for the human being, toupcin his logical thinking in the spiritual realm
apart from the revelation of God as the primaryrsewf knowledge!

Apart from the revelation of God the logic lead®ia labyrinth, because it transfers empiric gained
principles from the natural world- like 1+1=2- indmeas, e.g. the spiritual realm, were the rules ar
not always valid. We, for example are formed byesbation, that things can be disassembled and the
assembled again, upon this bases the mathematarstadding, that 1+1=2. If we would live in a
world of “liquid”, everything would run togethervedys and dissolvato one another-the observe-
vation then would be 1+1=1! So God says in Isa&iai3+9:

Isaiah 55,8+9:

For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neitherywar ways my ways, saith the LORD.

For as the heavens are higher than the earth, reonay ways higher than your ways, and my
thoughts than your thoughts. God reveals himsetiuth his word, that a world exists (the
Heavens, the Hades, the spiritual realm/world) tisahot like ours. Our logical thinking is not
valuable at all. That something can’t be the samd aot the same, that a person to be at the
same time in different places ( The Lord! 1.Cd&,6) that all works must be done, but at the
same time are already done from the beginningnoé tithe problem of predestination ,that all is
predestined and the human being still has moreess his own will etc. Our mind is not able to
comprehend all this, and does not need to do stguse it has been created for this world. Logic
is allowed in the spiritual world, were God actgically like for example in the conclusion of the
Letter to the Romans, in all other areas it's nesignated but one must believe!

Proverbs 3:5-6:

Understood not clearly, and even has not to doeitause he has been created for this world . Logic
is allowed in the spiritual realm, were God adgidally , for instance like in the conclusiontbé
Letter to the Romans , in all other areas itosallowed to think , but one must believe!

One that wants to apply the laws of the naturaldvir the supernatural world, is like a blind perso
hands through the jungle: he may recognize sormgdh also dangers , but he will always find
confirmation upon his own speculations and setiopsélf a closed logical world ,that has less to do
with the real world.

That's also the big problem of the esoteric andchdgtaft! Witchcraft always tries find out the
spiritual laws and apply them ,logically* in ordéo influence the ulterior world , but does not
recognize that she is used by the ruling powereethed is lead astray .Also the modern theology
tries to analyze God with the methods of the ward is even not far away from witchcraft .Sadly,
even today many Christians araconsciously “believers of rationalism®. Theylibeee in God,
but put the logic and their foundational philosojiyheir daily life is aside or even above thetru
of the Bible. Their want to serve ,two masters“{ thats not possible!

Because rationalism for the people of the worldis a belief the rationalist will reject the Bible
believing people and eventually hate them, bec#usg question their world view and cause their
life security andself-conceptiorto upside down. On the other hand rationalismrdgstthe faith of

a child of God and the intervention of God in tHiies foundationally!

So for Christians to keep a living faith must stayay and distance themself from many philosophies
and teachings of science — that will lead to thet that they will be distained from the world ,
wherein knowledge is counted as one of the mastatde attributes, and strongly forms the social
status of a citizen:

The question is, if they could serve the world éreths they conform to her! Without faith

It is impossible to please God! (Hebrews 11) aral ttvill not be able to work miracles. Isn’t it
better, to be a bit ,dumb” in the eyes of the fetoen! (Acts Chapter 3+4)

But what is really the mark of the faith of a Chiea? What is the difference in comparison to the
eastern philosophies and religions or from the i#befof an atheist? In order to explain the
difference, | will again point to the Bible!

That is a again one of the strange stories in th#eBthat seems very “childish” in the first
impression, but spiritually speaking it bears deagh! As one reads it, he must question, why God-
He was it, was fighting with Jacob the whole night.

-He didn’t kill Jacob, but had a fake fight, likanents do it sometimes with their children, wartted
show his supremacy.

-But gave Jacob the approval, that he had wonighé &gainst God.

-What kind of victory it was and what was the reg&o

Jacob wrestled with God on that level and He (Galwed it to be defeated by a “human being”!
Yes, it says: God saw, that he didn't surrended, @od asked Jacob, that he (Jacob) should let him
go! That this victory of Jacob had nothing to dahwphysical supremacy, should be clear for
everyone. But Jacob “defeated” God in the way- ewaoise he didn't let go of the blessings of God
,his gracious dealings. Jacob was clinging totédlyGod, in order to receive the blessing as the
weaker part, even though:



“There is God ,I have not a glimbs of a chancerajatlim”.

Faith is therefore an ,embracing” of God (the eahtabakuk means for example embracer”-
knowing to be totally surrendered — and noirgtgo of Him- being victorious with God or get
drown with God. Here a further story, now from tew Testament Matthew 15:21-28:

Then Jesus went thence, and departed into theso&3tyre and Sidon.

And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the sass, and cried unto him, saying, Have
mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of David; my daugistgrievously vexed with a devil. But he
answered her not a word. And his disciples camelmwbught him, saying, Send her away; for
she crieth after us.

But he answered and said, | am not sent but un@ddst sheep of the house of Israel. Then came
she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me.

But he answered and said, It is not meet to takecthildren's bread, and to cast it to dogs. And
she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the d&siwhich fall from their masters' table.Then
Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, grehyifaith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt.
And her daughter was made whole from that very hour

This here mentioned story is even more extréreeause Jesus , the Son of God

comes against his own conviction and also agdiesteclared will and commission of his Father
just as he said himselffqr | do always those things that please him“ (J820) meaning he
(Jesus) is putting up a conflict with His Fatherh&Vis the kind of faith that woman has, as Jesus
calls it ,big“? Anyway the Lord made it very clearth His words, that she had no claim and no
right to receive the help of God in her case. Bu#: woman did not give up to “embrace” God!
She didn’t allow herself that God got rid of her give couldn’t be convinced, to have done
something unlawful, she only knew: This Jesus ldnead what He does with me, it doesn’t
matter to meAnd then Jesus:” jumped over His shadow" , helperd Ibecause she didn't let go.

What does this story tell us? Christians have baeight , that God intervenes and has to
intervene, as the promises of the Holy Scriptumesfifting for our given situation, and that’s
okay from the Bible .And even then, the practiedthf often is downgraded like a “deal™

Neither God ,must“ do something , even as we reniiitd about His promises or ,proclaim” them
—still God deals basically only according to Hisroeonvictions! If that would be the case, then the
people of Israel would have perished in the des#rg intercession mostly would be useless. It is
true: There is a limit, when God does not listerymaore, but turns away (compare Genesis
18:32+33). But where this limit is, we don’t knoanly as He has gone away already.

As one deals with God like Jacob in that nighte like woman from Canaan with Jesus, that “forces”
God to intervene, then:

John 6:37

All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; aird that cometh to me | will in no wise cast
out

How God then will intervene, we leave it to HimutB50d does not only tolerate this behavior, but is
excited about it, it says in Psalms 147:10-11

He delighteth not in the strength of the horsetddeeth not pleasure in the legs of a man. The
LORD taketh pleasure in them that fear him, in éhtb&at hope in his mercy.



And in Hebrew 11:6
But without faith it is impossible to please hior he that cometh to God must believe that he is,
and that he is a rewarder of them that diligentigls him.

Now, what is the difference between the ChristiaittFand that of the philosophers?

The faith of the Christians also consists of haidiior truth from dogmas, that should not be
questioned and also the trusting in the made faxberiences. But that is only important
superficially.

The crucial fact is something different, namelye thnconditional surrender and giving of the

personal life to God, but also the childish uncende trust the Father to pour out your heart befor

Him without fear. Christians are allowed to be ahduld be children of God — not more, but also not
less!- then they will experience God'’s intervention

Matthew 18:1-4

At the same time came the disciples unto Jesus, saying:” Who is the greatest in the kingdom of
heaven? And Jesus called a little child unto him, and set him in the midst of them, And said,
Verily | say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter
into the kingdom of heaven.

Isn’t it dangerous ? Does it not sound like presumn@ Let’'s just look upon a behavior of
presumption!

Also the Christian fafinally can’'t give a final evidence for our
existence and for the reality of the world we ei@®e, the world around me and even the
appearance of God, miracles , fulfilled propheceaesd answered prayers are not an evidence , that
can lead us to a point outside of the “system’ly@me faith , the total surrender to God gets ut o

of the predicament of questioning our existence!

Is there a God, , the world around me and a realdoghe heavens exist, the world , heaven and
hell? | can't know it.



Anyway, it really doesn’t matter. | cling to the ido, who has shown me, who has given me faith as
a gift and who has revealed Himself to me, | belmnglim for better or worse, | don’t trouble myself
anymore, what | believe

really is reality. Just as the writer of the psabags in Psalms 131.:

Simple trust the Lord
A Song of Ascents of David.
LORD,my heart is not haughty, nor mine eyes lofty:

neither do | exercise myself in great matters,

or in things too high for me. Surely | have
behaved and quieted myself, as a child that

is weaned of his mother: my soul is even as

How has God ordered the world?

These both views are the result of the philosapbfehe enlightenment, that made the logic tahiee t
measure of all things and from the developmenhénatomic physics and her attempts of explanation
in the beginning of the 30century they made a row of observations in thentura and relativity
theory and tried to explain it logically. There yhkost the absolute measurement time and root
cause/working principle, also the continuation adgesses .Through the definition of ,chaos* as the
root cause of unpredictable events in the aton@a #rey had a strong influence upon societyhef t
last century .While the f9century believed all things could be calculatechigthematics , then the
unpredictable and incalculable- the “chaos”- fipdllecame the working principle . That is totally
contrary to the statement of the Bible!

The preference for the chaos as the ,orderingfacif the natural world- The Chaos theory are put
in place , as the human being is not able to celmgd the whole view of root cause and changing
effects in nature, e.g. in the weather eventsveneprocesses in economy - has also a very
inconvenient spiritual background!

The ,world people” don’t understand us and
are afraid of us ; Not to deny the fact, thatgbeiety has lost her trust in the people whoelvelin
God though the evil deeds from a few monotkeistet’'s turn now to the part of humankind, that
you also maybe belong to: to those people thaewelin the existence of an origin of all thingssth
person whom we call “God”. One that thinks abow #orld around him and trusts in his human
senses must recognize, that in nature also aihistory there is a progression from the seetido t
tree, from the rock to the sand, from the infarthi® elder person, from the becoming to the pergshi
and fading away.

One that
doesn’t believe it, must throw the dice long enoaght note down the eyes of them, to calculate their
average value. This average value comes closestorit of the dices of 3.5. If you call this prineip
behind God or not is not relevant, the fact remaimst a world without a power which works against
coincident permanent and intelligent would be dalaglady, like a mechanical clock, which runs out
of energy one time.

has a godly personality! Because energy and mhtegeeternal, they never have been created, they
always have existed, never can be destroyed inwWi®leness , the natural laws in which they
operate came to life by coincidence . They omly be set out of order by other higher natural laws
and this newly created ordering systems rulesmbed so relentlessly. So no wonder why the media
always mentions:

“The evolution has done this and done that” lcause the nature wanted it like that”.

The nature itself has taken the place of God, @8thle describes:

The modern atheism isaatpeistic religion, that's why one sins against
every fellow human as one harms society and nakoethe climate and environmental polluters

.And children are the only hope of atheist ,to tete part of his personality to continue livingher
consequence of this mindset, which the Bible caltdatry can’'t be stopped, because God has
ordered it that way.

warmth, so every human creature becomes automgtial as it turns away from the fellowship
with God. So the unbelieving world will be judgéd their evil deeds, their very sin is the willful
godlessness (compare John 16,5-9; Romans 2,1228;2d4nd others.). In the opposite, in Pantheism
, the evil is not such a power, like in monotheisinat actively comes against the person of Gatl an
wants to be separated from him, but the evil lergust a lack upon knowledge or the opportunity
to the good. So therein “good “ and “evil” are agturately distinguished and defined , what seems
to appear as evil in a condition of knowledge ,tam also at a higher knowledge level suddenly
appear as good. The question, if pantheism or rhersh is the right view of God will be decided
also upon the question if God can also be evil,riéet chapter will deal with that question. Here
finally a few scripture passages, which proof thgpkasis, that God is a separated personality from
his creation:

No, the sacrifice of Jesus is perfect and moraaefit enough for our blessedness. But where does
pantheism appear in the Bible? The nations attithe of the Israelites and also the Romans
worshipped only godly personalities! | believeattthe teaching of pantheism very fundamental. It
appeared at the beginning of humankind:

Pantheism is not a
human teaching, but a demonic teaching, inspire8dimn, that's why it will grow in significance as
the humans distance themself through sin and pAidd.between pantheism and monotheism there is
no bridge of understanding,

as more humans wanted to build one , they exatumbeanother totally. This is the reason why all
pantheistic teachings whether in the form of plufdsy or as religion were root causes of persecution
of Christians. By this, we should pay close atmmtio pantheistic tendencies inside the church- all
those that raise a godly principle to be God. B¥éor example one calls it “the power of the Word
of God “ or the ,power of faith* or ,power of ¢hHoly Spirit* ! And be in expectancy that a
society effected by pantheism also in Christiaratyd their agents will not a have a neutral posit

Why also
this question in the book of a Christian believéy@ll, even if a Christian would never ask such a
guestion, so maybe one time he will be asked! ®ason for this mostly is, humans are desperate by
the experiences that they make with the sufferimgthe world: one that believes in God as the
Creator and observes nature and the history of hkima, then he sees all the sufferings, injustice,
pain and death. Why innocent children suffer insvamWhy does God allow the raping of little girls-
why cancer also effects young children- why Charst must die for their faith: Is God not strong
enough or are his interests above those of Hiidren etc. ? The list of questions is long- ahe t
answers, which religions have to offer, every iielighas her own answers and Buddhism came into
existence by the question: where do the suffertogse from?



I do not intend to add those answers some moraulsedhere are more wise humans than me.

But I want to tackle the question; How can wesbesure, that almighty God , who hold my
destiny in his hands, has good intentions and pfansme? The Bible says it so in many
passages-but is that true in reality? Even ths&t ippearance of the devil before humankind
started with this question!

Genesis 3,1-5:

Then first of all the question of what ,good,dgevil” is must be clarified ! Even in the mid-
ages (Dunctus Scotus, 13th. century and others.pdimt has been reached: "What God wants
is good, because he wants it that way" .God s inehis point of view and his decisions and is
independent from what people and systems thinksitahon, then his dealings can‘t be
categorized as good or evil, because who can Hohd accountable or judge over him ? His
dealings must therefore not be bound to our &giaderstanding. God is sovereign and stands
apart from all good and evil, not bound to any rhta&. The Bible declares this!

Romans 9,11-23:

An answer, that is difficult to explain to the péopf today! Why is it like that? The reason for
this is- the arrogance of some of today’s conteryopeople , which are far from God and the
influence of the antichristian spirit, that whispéo them ,they are god themselves (compare 2.

Where the human being by his conscience does nid¢rstand God's dealings, he has the
tendency to judge this dealing and also the awhr by this he gets insane with God
To be honest: That God stands apart of good and @& must accept- even we do not feel well
about it! Before such a God, one has really a fjadlireason to fear him, and the Bible also
shows this reality (compare Hebrews 10,31, 12,2Dathers)
Once again the question:“ , how do we know, thatd@ not evil*- with the limitation: asked
with our human and limited sight and from my owilfisk, egoistic point of view-or- to even
express it in better way: how do we know, that Gaen by all sufferings in the world has good
intentions and plans for us? Why God allows thé éwone understands ,evil* in the sense, that
something does not support us and Creation , lmatens and destroys us ? IS God my friend,
from whom | benefit or my enemy, that harms me?

A God , who allows injustice and evil- even if ¢&res, by placing for example disability upon

small children:- is:

- not strong enough to prevent it-also is notlye@bd ,because he is not almighty.#

- unconcerned about his creation, also not a ¢p@nd

- has an evil personality as opponent, with whenfigihts for the dominance in his creation,
therefore is not almighty, but only “God in kea”

- arranges himself with evil like two players ookess board .thus two “gods” exist , one good
and one evil, and because the “good god “ doefight against the “evil god”, he is
unconcerned about his creation and therefotenewself - or God is stronger than his evil
counterpart and tolerates him. Thus he is alddanself, because he delivers his creation to
the devil. One that reads the Book of Job onpesficially must come to the conclusion; God

Challenges the devil to let Job suffer, becausks laegod-fearing person, he uses the little Job in

order to make a bet! (Job 1,6-2,10).(That God ukesdevil in order to uncover Job’s real

motives for his piety and to lead him from hypegrito the true fear of God can only be
recognized only by the time in the text of thi®kp

- is evil and good at the same time — so god aedd#vil in one person, one god with two

different characters, that seemingly contradict anether, in reality they are playing ,good cop

Or at random, without moral principles chosen, wiwdl enter heaven or not (a false
understanding of predestination can lead to suehoag picture of God). Such a God , which is
light and dark, good and evil mixed in his charaetis even more evil- because cunning- as a
devil through and through, with whom one knows tio@e can expect from , with one knows
what he is facing .A religion, which holds such iamge of God , has for sure a demonic
background , and also in Satanism the devil isnofees the dark , but "needful side” of God
portrait. Through such an image of God every cansriess of injustice is relativized and the
conscience destroyed. That's why the Bible wara#iyrenot to name good and evil unclearly:

Isaiah 5,20:
Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evVigttput darkness for light, and light for
darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweebiftier!

If God really loves us , as the Bible declares@#t, God must reveal himself more again and
again, then it is not of his will that we fall mtincertainty because of him, and by that we think
he is evil, does he not reveal himself, so it sedme is unconcerned about us. So then he is evil
and our enemy, because he doesn’t care about us!
If God is not almighty or doesn’t care about ouiliaging or is not reliable in his talking and
dealings, then we are truly lost! Every faith @wery service is then useless and without sense.
Then it doesn’t benefit to hope of an eternityntisee (eternity) if she really exists-who knows if
God plays a game in that ways? —will be terriktiés even better than to live one at the time and
enjoy it and not thinking about what will be inabte for us all human beings! If God is evil and
therefore our enemy, or has a pact with the déwn everything will be senseless!
For us human beings it is most important, whattexistime and eternity, that

a). God reveals himself, who he is ahdt he wants. Only then if he cares for us, theen h

loves us!

b. God is reliable in his attitudes. Only if heetiable, then he loves us.

c. God is almighty, only if he is ,then he is atldgrotect us eventually from evil and the
devil, so we totally can deliver ourselve®ihts hands, otherwise we depend more or
less upon ourselves .

d. God hasn’t made a pact with evil or has't mpdace. Only if He and evil are total
oppositional and enemies to one another, weroah, that God will not deliver us to
evil.

e. God and evil are not one being , meaning goadevil alike, only if he deals with us
unselfish , then he loves us



How can we find answers upon these questions?

a. DoesGod show himself to humans like He is and doeseheal clearly what he wants
from them and what are his plans? Every believeat keeps the Word of God, will
clearly admit, but how do these believers in fanbw that one can trust in a four
thousand year old book, which has been written lyp™For this question | will point
forward two chapters ahead. God has left all hub®ings clear signs, that he will reveal
himself and make himself known:

Acts 14,14-17:

Which when the apostles, Barnabas and Paul, hefrthey rent their clothes, and ran in among
the people, crying out, And saying, Sirs, why dthgee things? We also are men of like passions
with you, and preach unto you that ye should tuomfthese vanities unto the living God, which
made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and all thivagsare therein:

Who in times past suffered all nations to walkhieit own ways. Nevertheless he left not himself
without witness, in that he did good, and gaveais from heaven, and fruitful seasons, filling
our hearts with food and gladness.

,G0od has let himself not be unproven” — That meams has given every human the opportunity
to recognize him, that he really exists — everpnn  has an anticipation of eternity in his heart
(see. Ecclesiastes 3,11 ). And everybody who deswvil be able to recognize his greatness and
omniscience in Creation:

Because that which may be known of God is manifiettem; for God hath shewed it unto
them. For the invisible things of him from the d¢rea of the world are clearly seen, being
understood by the things that are made, even kis&t power and Godhead; so that they are
without excuse

Namely, that she, the Creation is ordered up totithedetail, and that a sympathically power
stands behind it, which cares, that life even thloall misery and evil, that is found even in
Creation. There , where continually the law of stimngest rules, that has not faded where all
creatures can live beside one another even theyeating and get eaten , because God has
prepared a refuge place . So, it's not even ,néfrttaat humans can‘t believe in a god; atheism
must be taught to them at first ! Until that timereconnaissance this philosophy was almost
unknown, even godless people ever existed (compaa¢gms 10,3+4; 14,1 and other.) But in
general people tend to image a god after their etandards, as not to believe in any god ,
especially in times of misery. Even to the humamdpehis moral concepts are not totally
unknown- there God has granted a certain insighthat the human being — in comparison to the
animal is a very “moral” being.

Romans 2,14+15:

Which shew the work of the law written in their hgatheir conscience also bearing witness,
and their thoughts the mean while accusing or elgrising one another.

About what is good and what evil humans have evarrgled, but even the worst evil-doer is
generally on search for an alibi for his mindsed &s deeds. In order to move someone to an
evil deed, one must clarify to that person thé ib fact good and justified, what he does.



So for example self-love (egoism) is morally justif and portrait as necessary! So one can
clearly recognize, that God has given everyone @poxunity, to get to know him, and that he
even wants to make himself known in order to shewhis plans and intentions. That became
completely reality as God himself became man:

Where God does not speak
directly to us and doesn’'t work any wonders anymadrke thought pattern , which lays behind
this is: ,the Scriptures can’t be true in the psinthere she talks about the fact , that wonddts sti
happen , even we don’'t see them* . That this kihdhowking will increase in the future is
described in the Bible :

The mindset, that God has created once the Wouldhé&s withdrawn himself from his people

throughout history, that is a lie of the end-timegught up by ,mockers®, those are people ,that
sit in the counsel of the wicked“(Psalms 1.1), thatieve in nothing and none or exalt the

wisdom of this world over the counsel of God’s Wokdperson that believes in God and lives in

a relationship with him knows the difference, aedagnizes and experiences God’s protection
in multiple ways in Creation and his interventioergpnal life, as in the history of the nations!



1. John 3,1:

Because we live in a relationship with Godt, @wne sided relationship: He isn't indeed
dependent upon us, but we are totally delivereal g hands. The foundation of any functioning
and even enjoyable relationship is: that the omtnpacan totally rely und trust upon the other
partner, and that means his behavior is totallialoé#, not even once like this and another time
different again! If he is not able to do so , se tther part is evil- in this case God! In order to
research this fact, here now again a passage &dtigture of the Bible:

Truth is consistency in being-Faithfulness is cstesicy in doing. God must eie andfaithful

, otherwise he is unpredictable in his behatowrards us and therefore evil!

The Bible speaks about the fact that God is faltahd true, but who says that she (the Bible) is
right? Where can we find the character and atedwf God? In Romans 1,20 it says, that God
in his invisible being can be recognized clearlsotigh his creation ; Where can we find his
consistency in his being and doing in creation? ahgwer is found in the natural laws of thee
physics, chemistry, biology etc., because theyeateemely reliable and constant! For ages the
human being works with this laws, they have nevemged. And the co-relation between those
laws are precisely defined, so they became thedation of science, So that the results of
science must be reproducible in order to be appkokZgen in areas, were classical natural laws
are not counted anymore , like in atom and astreipBystill they found out there are other laws ,
but also they work consistently like in classiplsics- even they are rarely explained but can
be only be described. The whole nature gives testynwith his processes about a very deeply
reliable Creator, who is reliable, even if in moases one does not understand his workings, a
Creator, that loves us and that he is Love, bechese reliable! Spiritism and Occultism

Destroy that basic sense of trust into the relighdf the natural laws, and indirectly also the
faith (trust) in the reliability of God.



A person that has grown up in such environmenth@sdmade certain experiences, that person is
deeply doubtful towards God and has real diffi@dfito trust in God. But God’s faithfulness and
consistency can be experienced in a deeper measuome entrusts himself daily anew into
God'’s hands:

Hebrews 11,1:

Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.

James 1,22-25:

But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers adgeiving your own selves. For if any be a
hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like umtman beholding his natural face in a glass:

c. The third question, which should be asked, if oata to trust upon God is that: Is HE really
God, which means: Almighty? One that believes i@raator-God, would not doubt, that it is
possible for him to create all things and to deteenhow he wants it, like an architect that can
built a house like he wants and desires it as @dnas long as no one greater limits him with
laws and regulations, how he has to build and tleen® one greater than God, not even one! As
God goes beyond natural laws as it seems to sehse to him and as he works miracles , to
believe in that is not difficult: the difficultiestart there , were God is forced to eventuallyl dea
opposite to his own order ! Is God able to creasame, whom he is not able to lift up by
himself? Two believers are neighbors, both pray pnays for rain, the other prays for dry
weather. Whose prayer gets an answer? He has gsvarfree will and the freedom to sin- is he
then able to save us from Hell, as he promisesby to the point we are willing to cooperate
with him?

Are we finally responsible for our own salvationdaour protection according to the german
proverb:” Help yourself, then God will help you“M8 wir dadurch letztendlich selbst fur unser
Heil und unseren Schutz verantwortlich nach demaggvort ,hilf dir selbst, dann hilft dir auch
Gott“?

This question has two hooks: They limit God upoa tluman mind, that is connected to logic,
and by that we make God an idol, a super dimenkiboanan being. The Bible says in
Deuteronomy 4,12+23:

And the LORD spake unto you out of the midst ofitaeye heard the voice of the words, but
saw no similitude; only ye heard a voice. Take ha®d yourselves, lest ye forget the covenant
of the LORD your God, which he made with you, aakaryou a graven image, or the likeness of
anything, which the LORD thy Gddth forbidden thee.

Isaiah 55,8+9:

For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neitheryoar ways my ways, saith the LORD.

For as the heavens are higher than the earth, omay ways higher than your ways, and my
thoughts than your thoughts.



One that wants to press God into the laws of logitries to understand his dealings or promises
with his own mind and understanding, he deals wery naive and presumptuous manner! The
predestination and legal culpability of the humamb can never be understood with the mind,
even, even the word ,eternity”. We must accept thate are existing dimensions that are one, in
the past, the present and the future, areas whemaiad is totally worthless and useless!

John 8,58:

God's wisdom is from eternity, but was born! On@& experience that if a person tries to seek
God with his mind “tries” to understand God, thewdGwithdraws from that person. The
theology of the first centuries after Christ hagught up important definitions — So the teaching
of Godhead of Jesus Christ could be defended aghams$eachings of Arianism — but finally has
failed, because it has tried to comprehend theityraf God, the secret of the Father, the Son and
the Holy Spirit by using the mind. So they triedcteate an image of God , so also the mind can
worship . But there the human being fails and #tgoChristian believer. God does not allow it
to be captured into the human mind . That Godragtity is described in the way in the book of
Jeremiah 32,26-27:

Then came the word of the LORD unto Jeremiah, gafehold, | am the LORD, the God of all
flesh: is there anything too hard for me?

Therein one only can believe, which is withdrawenirour mind. But this faith , which according
to God’s promises does not hesitate to request g\doesn’t seem logical , but asks and holds
on to His great promises:

One tlseoves nature must finally come to the
conclusion, because summer and winter, becomindaatidg, life and death continually change
and are in a fight with one another. At all thenfigof the strong with the weak, the good with the
evil in the living nature , even in the history tbe nations are a continually waving to and fro ,
were there is never a clear and final victor. Se must conclude that like all religions believe it,
that even the Creator God must have an opponeait,ishequal or even strong enough to d
withdraw his dominion in some territories, so therl is divided into two spheres of influence:
one of God and one of his opponent, the devil .



And the responsibility of the human being is imtove and stay in the sphere and domain of the
Good and not to be pulled into the domain of thd, Exere God is limited to help one out. This
kind of view of the power of God shares the davitlie Bible described in

Luke 4,5-8:

“And the devil taking him up into an high mountaghewed unto him all the kingdoms of the
world in a moment of time. And the devil said umto, All this power will | give thee, and the
glory of them: for that is delivered unto me; amdwhomsoever | will | give it. If thou therefore
wilt worship me, all shall be thine.And Jesus anmsdeand said unto him, Get thee behind me,
Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship therlahy God, and him only shalt thou serve. *

Satan claims to have received the world from God.&uad he share the dominion of world and
even God and his Son of God Jesus Christ havedp t#es agreemant .Of almost all religions
also a part of christianity believes this, andaassult they feel called towards,spiritual warfare
to claim back the ruler ship that has been losiugh Adam’s sin- As God entrusted to Adam
the dominion over his Creation, so Adam losbiSatan because he committed himself to sin-
the lost part of Creation has taken back includirg unsaved humanity into the Creator‘s hand.
But what does the Bible state about this claims ?

One can see it in the
story of the temptation of Jesus, that the “@mlaonain teaching “ is a lie directly from the
mouth of Satan and so it can be found in manyashécally inspired religions , for example in
the “Gnosis” and her modern branches.

Those religions make the humans finally to bectiike gods” of the Universe , because they
are the ones that by free will decision are ableaimmit to evil and good, and so become , the
tip of the scales".

Not all humans believe the Bible. But also throtlgé nature, the human is able to recognize,
that God remained to be the Lord of his Creaticsh that also Satan is not able to enforce his will
upon God!. Again another constant value of theterise of the world and its natural laws, that
proof, that the power of God must be stronger aspthwer of evil. This evil power has only the
goal to destroy God’s Creation and leave “ chaosf ‘dohuwabohu”(Hebrew word for Chaos)
(see Genesis 1,1+2).



The death is continues at work through the prooéssitropy, the destruction of order- the order
of Creation does never increase by itself, but gbvalecreases-But this decline of order leads
finally into death, it happens only through argaized process ,not unpredictable nor
spontaneous! So all decline processes whether ihkaive nature or in atomic physics are
subject to strict laws, the natural laws don't stlgath but control its limits. There must exist a
power, that allow death and decay, but also caomtitolind therefore is superior towards all
destructive and the evil and overrules it!

And also in the history of humankind it has beeavpn, that the evil has shown up and has
suppressed justice, law, faith and love for a aemeriod of time or even erased it. But finally
the evil and lawlessness always found their juglgg even have been overcome by seemingly
weaker , but morally higher standing nations agtbups of society , one may think of the
persecution of Christians in the roman empire ther end of the communist regime in East
Europe . The truth that even “soft water defeaés ltard stone” belongs to the wisdom of all
nations. And the rich and forms of society, thatehbeen founded upon sin or have dedicated to
it , have never persisted for a long time .

Psalms 37,32-38:

So would God and the Evil be equally strong, seeheould be no consist value in the existence
of nature and its laws, again and again the cregblan of God would be crossed by the
“chaotic” dealings of the devil. Therefore no reildy upon physical, chemical and biological
processes would be the result.

But that can’t be observed in nature, it can ordydbserved there, where the human being is
getting involved by the practice of witchcraft athe worship of demons as he surrenders himself
into the domain of the devil. That's why occultissrso ,fascinating“-of so scaring for those that
have been captured in it and now are under theandle of the evil!

Only the question has to be clarified, how far gwver of evil has influence in the life of
humans especially for Christians — how far Godvedlohe evil and its domain to take effect upon
his Creation and his (God’s) domain?



This question can only be answered through theeBdlbne, even that other religions and
philosophies of this world have also godly insightsit havebeen cheated and lied to in
important and decisive questions by the Satan. Vdioas the Word of God say about the
authority of the devil? Let the Apostle John speak:

John 12,31:

The scriptures name the devil also a ,prince*-ddbomed prince.What now is a prince?

If a king has an expanded kingdom, then it is insgae for him to rule alone , he whether needs
officers , that are faithfully committed to him asd are paid by him due to their labor and
faithfulness — but that is only possible , if hisddom is wealthy and a police and military force
exists to observe the orders and laws of the Rkgere this is not possible , then therefore
people faithfully committed to the king will ,, entsted” with ground, land and people by the
king so they get riches and authority over aatemregion. This people are required to keep the
laws of the king and must take care that the ciszasill respect them —they have also the right
As “subordinated-kings” to demand taxes for theneglnd establish and decree laws of order ,
as long as they are nit against the laws of thg kimlimit his power and income. They are also
required to pay taxes to the king and help hiral#sth a solid authority and government- and in
the case of war as the land and central governmiéiriie attacked to fight for the king with all
available methods and arsenal . As the conditicauttiority between the princes and the king is
solid, so none of the princes will dare to fightisngt the king, then the system works. Always as
the authority of the king is weakened and decredbkes the princes in their territories can rise
up and become little “wren” (“kings upon fenceshijpt stand above the law and justice of the
king, they then establish their own laws, evenjualbke covenants against their own king and
let him become poor financially and also militariThen only by name he will be called king,
but in fact has become only a recipient of the wd& the princes. As a king has enough
authority to establish the rule and laws againstgninces, then all citizens of the domain of the
princes and all recipients of order are demandeedience towards the king. Wherein the
pressure through the princes weight more heavy tipougitizens, then from the king living

far away.

Only one group is free from the authority of thienpes , unless they are not bowing by free will
or out of fear or because of certain advantagegtige authority of the princes ,those of the
kingly officers , that in former times for the reasof reliability , mostly been members of the
kingly family : had possessions:

Those alone are subject to the reign of the kind)tAnough their parentage protected from the
influence of the princes. This also is the cagheafking has conflict with the princes, but he does
not dare to attack the king due to lack of autorit



This persons then have the same position as dipdoofaan hostile nation: one does not dare to
do something against them, but tries to isolatenthad eventually pull them to one side.

With this the position of Satan in the world an@vénds us Christians is described quite well |
think! The end of Satan’s domain will come, asBilgle descibes it also: Matthew 21,33-41:
Hear another parable: There was a certain housedgld/hich planted a vineyard, and hedged it
round about , and digged a winepress in it, andtlautower, and let it out to husbandmen, and
went into a far country: And when the time of thétfdrew near, he sent his servants to the
husbandmen, that they might receive the fruitd. dind the husbandmen took his servants, and
beat one, and killed another, and stoned anoth®&gain, he sent other servants more than the
first: and they did unto them likewise. But lastfifhe sent unto them his son, saying, they will
reverence my son. But when the husbandmen sawrhéhey said among themselves, this is the
heir; come, let us kill him, and let us seize afihheritance. And they caught him, and cast him
out of the vineyard, and slew him. When the lbetdfore of the vineyard cometh, what will he
do unto those husbandmen? They say unto him, Henisérably destroy those wicked men, and
will let out his vineyard unto other husbandmen,clwhshall render him the fruits in their
seasons.

Jesus has told this parable to the Jewish govermnrapresentatives, but | also believe it fits also
to the prince of the world!

How was it with the ,prince of the world“? The Bgbtells us, that he also once was king, but
because of his unfaithfulness has been cast oGoly(see Ezekiel 28, 11-19). But also the book
of Job, that even then he kept the right to stiiweugh the earth in order to have influence upon
the human race:

Job 1,6-12:

Now there was a day when the sons of God cameetept themselves before the LORD, and
Satan came also among them.

And the LORD said unto Satan, Whence comest thioer? $atan answered the LORD, and said,
From going to and fro in the earth, and from watkmp and down in it.

And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considergdervant Job, that there is none like him
in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, ond feareth God, and escheweth evil?

Then Satan answered the LORD, and said, Doth JotGed for nought?

Hast not thou made an hedge about him, and abautdiise, and about all that he hath on every
side? thou hast blessed the work of his handsheangubstance is increased in the land.

But put forth thine hand now, and touch all thathiah, and he will curse thee to thy face.

And the LORD said unto Satan, Behold, all that athhs in thy power; only upon himself put
not forth thine hand. So Satan went forth fromgtesence of the LORD.

Job 2,1-7:

Again there was a day when the sons of God campeegent themselves before the LORD, and
Satan came also among them to present himselfeo#ferLORD.

And the LORD said unto Satan, From whence comea®tAnd Satan answered the LORD, and
said, From going to and fro in the earth, and fraralking up and down in it.

And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considengdervant Job, that there is none like him
in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, oné feareth God, and escheweth evil? and still he
holdeth fast his integrity, although thou movedstagainst him, to destroy him without cause.



And Satan answered the LORD, and said, Skin for, gkia, all that a man hath will he give for
his life. But put forth thine hand now, and toues hone and his flesh, and he will curse thee to
thy face .And the LORD said unto Satan, Beholds lrethine hand; but save his life.

So went Satan forth from the presence of the LGRD,smote Job with sore boils from the sole
of his foot unto his crown.

In this two passages are many important informadioout the authority of Satan outlined:

1. Satan went tbm going to and fro in the earth, and from walkingand down in it- meaning

He is not omnipresent like God (see Psalms 1393t fieans, he in his dealings depends upon
authority structures, that are as those of humargbe

Ephesians 6,12:

For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, butreggorincipalities, against powers, against the
rulers of the darkness of this world, against gyatiwickedness in high places.

Revelation 2,13:

I know thy works, and where thou dwellest, everrevBatan's seat is: and thou holdest fast my
name, and hast not denied my faith, even in thags d@herein Antipas was my faithful martyr,
who was slain among you, where Satan dwelleth.

The devil needs-and has! also places , where hiéls are”, that means, where he is most
powerful and from where he can influence otherittares. On the opposite to God , from whom
we already know, that the whole earth belongs o hand that He is omnipresent (see Psalms
139).Also he needs subordinates , that rule ouweaiceterritories, like it is described in the book
of Daniel .

Daniel 10,12-13+20:

Then said he unto me, Fear not, Daniel: for frora tinst day that thou didst set thine heart to
understand, and to chasten thyself before thy @odwords were heard, and | am come for thy
words. But the prince of the kingdom of Persia stitbd me one and twenty days: but, lo,
Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help ane; | remained there with the kings of Persia.
20 Then said he, Knowest thou wherefore | come th@®? And now will | return to fight with
the prince of Persia: and when | am gone forthtte, prince of Grecia shall come.

So the believers are taken in to a fight betweenatigels of Heaven and those of hell, even it
was already made basically a decision at Calvagg Golossians 2,15) , still it prolongs until
Jesus return in glory .

2. Satan observes the human beings very accurmterdws them, especially the children of God
, more then they know themselves (see Acts 19,)3\by then he doesn’t attack them
immediately and forces them under his dominion?

Well ,he can accuse them day and night before God, so try to convince God to let
righteousness rule and so punish the human betogspare Rev. 12,10) — but with- out God’s
allowance he can’t do anything! So also the follogvscripture passages explain this truth:

Amos 3,6:
Shall a trumpet be blown in the city, and the peapdt be afraid? shall there be evil in a city,
and the LORD hath not done it ?



Isaiah 45,5-7:

| am the LORD, and there is none else, there i&0d beside me: | girded thee, though thou hast

Satan has power over people like a prince, butpghiger has been given to him by God, also
he(Satan) can only exercise it by God’s approvaenihe temptation to sin is only allowed only
if God allows it (compare 2. Samuel 24,1 — 1. Clules 21,1! God does not tempt us to evil
that's what James 1,13 says, but our own desires, dot we should ask God according to
Matthew 6:13 not to be let into temptation !

So what gives him the right to do so much evil aghbnman beings, as the apostle Paul calls
him the "god of this world" (see 2, Cor 4,4)?

Ephesians 2,1-6:

And you hath he quickened, who were dead in treggasnd sins;

Wherein in time past ye walked according to thersewf this world, according to the prince of
the power of the air, the spirit that now workethtihe children of disobedience: Among whom
also we all had our conversation in times pastia lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires o th
flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the ceiidf wrath, even as others.

But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great loviearewith he loved us,

Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickeneageshter with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)
And hath raised us up together, and made us séthay in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.

It is nothing else as only the sins, and first Barémost the first of all sins, the conscious tagni
away from God-that gives Satan the right, to erd@dns will upon human beings (see. John 8,24:
Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves s#svid obey, his servants ye are to whom ye-
Romans 6,16). And only through the salvation, #eeption of the substitute sacrificial death of
Jesus Christ we can get delivered and set free tinertyranny of the devil:

Colossians 1,13+14:

Who hath delivered us from the power of darknesd,rath translated us into the kingdom of his
dear Son .In whom we have redemption through luisdyleven the forgiveness of sins

But aso Christians can come in under the tyrannthefdevil for a certain period of time —
because they distance themselves from God , bdleviees of the devil and remain in sin:

2.Timothy 2,24-26:

And the servant of the Lord must not strive; bugbatle unto all men, apt to teach, patient,in
meekness instructing those that oppose themselfe§od peradventure will give them
repentance to the acknowledging of the truth;

And that they may recover themselves out of theessfathe devil, who are taken captive by him
at his will.

So, one that is not redeemed is forced to sintbaeis redeemed, is able to sin, but also must
eventually bear the consequences of his\her sin!



However, God has implemented an ,emergency braakase that the sinful life of a Christian
could cost him eternity:

1.Corinthians 11,29-32:

For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eatethd drinketh damnation to himself, not
discerning the Lord's body. For this cause many weak and sickly among you, and many
sleep.For if we would judge ourselves, we shoutdbegudged. But when we are judged, we are
chastened of the Lord, that we should not be conddrwith the world.

Hebrews 12,7-10:

If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you db sons; for what son is he whom the father
chasteneth not?

But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all@agakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.
Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh wiuctrected us, and we gave them reverence:
shall we not much rather be in subjection untoRa¢her of spirits, and live?

For they verily for a few days chastened us atteirtown pleasure; but he for our profit, that we
might be partakers of his holiness.

God promises, that none of his children will periglsee scripture passages in John 3,16; 5,24;
10,28; 11,26, 1. Joh 5,18); but eventually far tbst of their earthly health and lives!

Also: The right of the devil to have influence ugmmmans depends upon their attitude: One that
sins , must serve the devil (see Genesis 4,7)dBgshat even for us Christians it is not advisable
to attack the devil by self-will and easily! Thettex of Jude talks about such people who take it
lightly and without God to attack Satan:

Jude 8-10:

Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile thehfleespise dominion, and speak evil of dignities.
Yet Michael the archangel, when contending withdéel he disputed about the body of Moses,
durst not bring against him a railing accusatiomttsaid, The Lord rebuke thee.

But these speak evil of those things which thewkmat: but what they know naturally, as brute
beasts, in those things they corrupt themselves.

Even Jude talks about false teachers in this caeiome¢hose who aren’t redeemed, one should
not dare to do a commission which God has not omefi. God would not withdraw his hand
from us, but even though could allow things thatuldohave severe consequences for us , as
described in Acts 19,13-16 . One that acts insidewill of God for example as he cats out
demons by faith(Romans 14,23!), then that persas nothing to fear (Luke 10,19)

God opens up great possibilities for Christianstemd beside persons that are far from God: As
we repent on behalf of them and ask God to helmtéeen they are far from God! Luke 11,5-8:
And he said unto them, Which of you shall haveeadi; and shall go unto him at midnight, and
say unto him, Friend, lend me three loaves;

For a friend of mine in his journey is come to @ed | have nothing to set before him?

And he from within shall answer and say, Troublenoie the door is now shut, and my children
are with me in bed; | cannot rise and give thee.



| say unto you, Though he will not rise and givea hbecause he is his friend, yet because of his
importunity he will rise and give him as many ankedeth.

Between God and unredeemed people is a wall oftgnfsee. Ephesians 2,14), that can’'t be
penetrated through , and by this wall they ardéttand of the devil. By the detour of inter-
cession through the children of God , God can sgithain just and still do let them see good
things (see. Mt 5,45); and only then in eternitwvill be made known which blessings have been
poured out through the hated and despised Chsst@their oppressors!

As the world through their distance from God arévedeed and enslaved by the hands of the
devil-Wouldn't it be good , if we would use our &given authority :

Luke 10,19:

Behold, | give unto you power to tread on serpamis scorpions, and over all the power of the
enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you.

In order to drive him away, where he has blindedlgénses of the people, so they would be able
to “see the glorious light of the Gospel* (2. Ghians 4,3+4)? Are we not able to cause revival
among the people as we drive out the devil froneam region- through intercession or by
casting him out in the name of Jesus? Why thisotsmentioned in the Bible! Well, as one
possesses this mindset , then he exchanges tbe a@ad the effect(result):

John 3,19-21:

And this is the condemnation, that light is come ithe world, and men loved darkness rather
than light, because their deeds were evil. Fomgwme that doeth evil hateth the light, neither
cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be negio But he that doeth truth cometh to the light,
that his deeds may be made manifest, that thewareght in God.

The people are not unable , to turn to God andsge¢d , because the devil holds them back ,
even demon-possessed persons could come to deslithe devil was not able to hinder them

(see Mark 5,5 and others.!). No, because they dear't God, they must merry the devil, because
they don’t want to let go of their sins, they lave devil more than God and want to fellowship

with him in hell then to be with God in heaven! Thavhy God is not able to save someone, that
doesn’t want to be saved, but this means if a pevdathdraws himself and lives in distance to

God then this human comes under the authority anthdh of the devil and even God is not able

to stop him. Why then God has allowed the devil had planted the tree of temptation in the
Garden of Eden?

Romans 5,13:
For until the law sin was in the world: but sinrist imputed when there is no law.

If God would have kept the devil in distance to khenans, then they never would have had the
opportunity to sin, and thereby openly rebel aga@wd. In this case their rebellion never would
have been revealed. They never would have thengnéed their need for salvation and
redemption .as a result they never would have begpy in heaven, like the older son in the
parable of the ,lost son“.



e. The fifth question, that we have asked ¥fho says to us: Could it be that God has made
already peace with the evil —Satan? Then if Goskamingly using the devil for some good- as
in the drama of the German author Goethe , The tFaslescribed as the ,power, that always
wants the bad and evil, but still causes good”tszam be, that God plays a big game with us ,
wherein he allows the devil to live in order to esle his goals and purposes, as it seems to be
the case in the book of Job:

Job 1,6-12 und 2,1-7: see above!

This would mean for us , that God would deliverint® the hands of the devil in order to
achieve his purposes and thereby accept the dasgkruction and the suffering of his created
human beings , he then would act very selfishly wodld not really be a loving God. Because
the Bible describes in 1.Corinthians 13,5 thatltve “doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh
not her ownjs not easily provoked, thinketh no evil . As GodulM have made peace with the
devil and playing poker over his Creation and treley then he would also be as evil as the
devil- A sadist , that would have made a great t@yeain order to play with her suffering .

Well, God claims for himself to be the God of Lofg@mpare 1. John 4,16), so a good and an
evil domain never could exist beside one anothmcause the Good has the passion to help the
victims of evil , only then he wouldn’t be goodn®that spins around himself even other people
are dependent upon him ,then his insensibilityls® evil ! But the God of the Bible is not like
that because:

1.Timothy 2,3+4:
For this is good and acceptable in the sight of Ganl Saviour; Who will have all men to be
saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.

The evil tries to enslave their victims (comparéirdd 0,10 und 9,44), in order to secure his
domain, but also tries to prevent the interventodrihe Good in order to conserve its own

existence. A good God and an evil devil therebyenegan exist alongside one another
peacefully! Each one of both has the goal to fthktopposite party and finally destroy him . As
we are already found out that God is the stronger then we can conclude, that the evil will not
be left unpunished and one day, the evil will lbseinfluence upon Creation, as the Bible also
describes it:

Revelation 12,10:

And | heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Nowise& salvation, and strength, and the kingdom
of our God, and the power of his Christ: for thecaser of our brethren is cast down, which

accused them before our God day and night.

Revelation 21,3-7:

And | heard a great voice out of heaven saying,0REhhe tabernacle of God is with men, and
he will dwell with them, and they shall be his geppnd God himself shall be with them, and be
their God. And God shall wipe away all tears frdmit eyes; and there shall be no more death,
neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there do®y more pain: for the former things are passed
away. And he that sat upon the throne said, BeHatthke all things new. And he said unto me,
Write: for these words are true and faithful. And $aid unto me, It is done. | am Alpha and
Omega, the beginning and the end. | will give umto that is athirst of the fountain of the water

of life freely. He that overcometh shall inherit elings; and | will be his God, and he shall be

my son



How can one recognize, that God is really able ive lalongside with the evil without
compromise in enmity with the power of evil?

Well, every evil has its root in sin, which causeparation from God. Because if one wants to
live in harmony with God, whether human or angeksino evil (see 1. John 5,18), because he
is under the leading and headship of God —one hates himself independent from God and
his will , is only able to do evil things ! Thea®on for this , that a from God separated being
sooner or later does destructive things , evendbesn’t want to do it , because this being ts no
almighty and all-knowing ! A good and great examigléhe son of David Absalom in 2. Samuel
16, 21-22: He has come and rebelled against hisfather, because he did not interfere against
the sexual sin of his brother and by this also toasin, because of the retaining of power. And
even one makes himself independent from Gocen thhas to deal destructive to creation,
because as one is under the influence of usrialsle to do the same as God. Even the smallest
sin grows, as one allows her to continue into éteta the sin of the antichrist:

Isaiah 14, 12-15:

For thou hast said in thine heart, | will ascendoirdeaven, | will exalt my throne above the stars
of God: | will sit also upon the mount of the coaggtion, in the sides of the north:

I will ascend above the heights of the clouds;|l be like the most High.

Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the siafethe pit!

Satan’s temptation, that is around to whisper thieohumans the lie to be as good as him even
they are separated from God (Genesis 3,4+5) igfthrer the most effective method in order to
really become evil! If God is good and loves hisatron unconditionally, then he has to preserve
them, so on the long-run even living in separafrom him, thy still can live on in all eternity .
Then God has to set an end to all evil. And hdyehes it!

Genesis 3,22-24:

And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is becommasof us, to know good and evil: and
now, lest he put forth his hand, and take alsdefttee of life, and eat, and live forever:
Therefore the LORD God sent him forth from the @ardf Eden, to till the ground from whence
he was taken. So he drove out the man; and he ¢latdhe east of the garden of Eden
Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned eveay wo keep the way of the tree of life.

Romans 6,23:
For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of @odternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

It is the death, that protects the creation anddnsto let God continue in the separations until
his creation is totally destroyed ,in the sensbrofging it back into ,total chaos” ! That is india
one of the reasons, why God is not allowing andr&ting any little sin in Heaven: That would
change Heaven throughout eternity into hell!

As one looks to the world arround him , sees @&wdgnizes that it she is subject to death , even
if humans always tried to create and build thirigdast for eternity: until now the time has let
them perish and fade away . Yes, because of sithdes entered into Creation (Romans 5,12).
Through that God shows that he is making no com@®mith even a little sin.



It is even like that, that as one does evil or giway to it, then carries the seed of self-destract
inside himself. And as a kingdom in the history basn more brutal and lawless, it always has
been destroyed and faded very fast. Even the pddaefl —turtle lives longer then the lion, the
wolf or the crocodile. That means to our questiewen it seems that God tolerates evil, one day
the Day of Judgement will come — in the small aititelmeasure of the individual or in the
greater measure at the end of time —as all evilbgiremoved from Creation by God:

Galatians 6,7+8:

Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoavean soweth, that shall he also reap.

For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flestp corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit
shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.

Habakuk 2,5-7:

Yea also, because he transgresseth by wine, hepisual man, neither keepeth at home, who
enlargeth his desire as hell, and is as death, eemhot be satisfied, but gathereth unto him all
nations, and heapeth unto him all people: Shallaibthese take up a parable against him, and a
taunting proverb against him, and say, Woe to Hiat increaseth that which is not his! how
long? and to him that ladeth himself with thickydl&hall they not rise up suddenly that shall
bite thee, and awake that shall vex thee, and #ailt be for booties unto them?

John 5,28+29:

Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in thdich all that are in the graves shall hear his
voice, And shall come forth; they that have donedgainto the resurrection of life; and they that
have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.

The fact, that God is not tolerating any sin ineaélrnity , then he can't let any human enter into
Heaven even he\she is very religious ,devoted leotbrable , because not any human is
without sin (Romans 3,23) . And because every sghages the human to repeat it time and time
again (see John 8,14).That being “independent femd’ has caused the misery to start once! So
there is also the opportunity for us to enter iHeaven: We must submit our life totally to the
lordship of God and must God for his help to do it:

John 3,36:
He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting &fed he that believeth not the Son shall not see
life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.

John 5,24:
Verily, verily, |1 say unto you, He that heareth wmgrd, and believeth on him that sent me, hath
everlasting life, and shall not come into condenumatbut is passed from death unto life.

f. Now, we reach to the last question, that we dskerder to find out, if God maybe is evil and
bad towards us: Who says, that God isn’t good auddiike —meaning unpredictable? That he is
maybe a good God and an evil devil in one persam@ke this, the other time the opposite?



That God and the devil from pour point of view setmbe contrary and in reality, they are
subordinated gods, over which a superior powelsrute that power good and evil are relative?
here we get in touch with Pantheism, and in rnedlibse images of God have mostly eastern
influences , but in Pantheism this kind of problezan’t be solved, there we are trapped. Well,
how can we explore, if God was ever and always gosléhble good and ever will be good , as
the Bible tell us about the son of God Jesus Christ

Hebrews 13,8:

Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and today, aeefor

As we saw it above, good and evil can never beiadifbut they exclude one another in their
existence! As it's true, that a good and loving Gad never compromise and allow evil and the
destructive as more less God can inhabit good aitcee person. Jesus does a statement in:
Luke 11,14-18:

And he was casting out a devil, and it was dumla ilisame to pass, when the devil was gone
out, the dumb spake; and the people wondered. @ue 0f them said, He casteth out devils
through Beelzebub the chief of the devils. Andrettempting him, sought of him a sign from
heaven. But he, knowing their thoughts, said uné, Every kingdordivided against itself is
brought to desolation; and house divided against a house falleth. If Satan also be divided
against himself, how shall his kingdstand? Because ye say that | cast out devils through
Beelzebub.

It is mentioned in that scripture passage: whahnisliscord in itself it will be in desolation
(chaos!) and is on the long run not able to exerpiswer! Would God be good and evil alike,
then his Creation could not endure, so God wouldlibEled in himself and also his creation
work : We would be able to recognize an extincémd recreation, that are not build upon one
another Beside that fact , he would not be alnyigheécause he would stand in his own ways and
plans.

Now , one is able to see the consistency of theralalaws and their standards , which follow
God'’s dealings , at least within our understanglaioheframe . That he even is unsurpassed in
his continuity as the Bible declares it in Nun®h28,19:

God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the ef man, that he should repent: hath he said,
and shall he not do it ? or hath he spoken, andl steanot make it good?

Therefore we can exclude out of the observatiodisfCreation, that God is evil and good at the
same time! As it is also stated in 1. John 1,5:

This then is the message which we have heard qfdrich declare unto you, that God is light,
and in him is no darkness at all.

How is it, that one asks such a question? Welk the fact of the misery in the world, that a
good God allows, even he could prevent it, becdwgses stronger than his adversary. Why He
created the world to experience suffering, if itrishis capability to do it in another way? Why
He let his Creation suffer, if he loves it?



The second question is: Why a loving God hasnavedid superiority over their own ,being“?
Even the devilmust exist, the ultimate freedom is it to exist indegently from God-or even
exterminate himself. We will see that this both sfiems are co-relating with one another. | will
start with the second question first:

One may begin eventually to doubt about God’s gesdrand selflessness as one recognizes, that
none of his creation has the total superiorityeravis own ,being” : As said the human being
lives forever , whether in heaven or hell, andnethee devilmust exist would God have left his
created beings into liberty, then he must haaatgd them the right to exist totally independent
from him , or even allowed them to exterminate thelves, if they like to do it. Both options
have been denied to the human beings by God! Wisylike that will be clarified later on. Like
in the parable of the two sons in Luke 15 the hwsrexperience it: Both sons, the younger and
the older one must recognize , that they can'ttexithout the father. So one son returns humbly
and with a repentant heart, the older son is sde®ng himself and with gnashing teeth into his
destiny. So also the disciples of Jesus had tizeetilat in:
John 6,66-69:

From that time many of his disciples went back, watked no more with him.

Then said Jesus unto the twelve, Will ye also gay@irhen Simon Peter answered him,

Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the wordstefnal life. And we believe and are

sure that thou art that Christ, the Son of theng/iGod.

The human has no choice between a life with andowit God — only between a life with God or
against God! That's why our love towards him uplom earth is never unselfish

1.John 4,9+10:

In this was manifested the love of God toward esabse that God sent his only begotten Son
into the world, that we might live through him.

Herein is love, not that we loved God, but thatdwed us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation
for our sins.

We are illustrated like a princess, who has tongatried with a prince of a foreign country. We
can agree to that offer , to make the best otit(ske Psalms 45,11-17!) and by that become the
gueen — or become rebellious , and run away frarkithg's son and loose everything , that has
been granted to us since our royal birth .Also tBadl allows it that we can live without him in
eternity- that already is love!

It is like this, that not any created being of h@verse ever is able to free himself from the rule
ship of God! It is not able to live without God, itfwould be possible, then he must be God
himself, but God does not tolerate it:

Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my sewamh | have chosen: that ye may know and
believe me, and understand that | am he: befor¢heie was no God formed, neither shall there
be after me.

And — It is not possible to take away the existehireself, to exterminate himself , to set his
consciousness out of operation , even there Godédraed him the possibility to do so!

As the thing are like that, why then God takes leifnsme to be love (1. John 4,16)? What kind
of love is that, that offers only the alternativetwseen the acceptance or rejection of that
relationship and animosity, without offering thespibility to decide freely for him or against
him? Can such a person be trust-worthy, or is Gahdist, that allows us only the choice
between a golden cage or one made of iron? (I gdo all, for whom that kind of description
is too extreme, because they have experienceaveeof God, but there are still persons that are
tormented by this kind of thoughts!) How can weldfiin answer upon this question? Outside of
godly revelation that is impossible —God must ansthis by himself to us. And he has done it,
and exactly in the Bible! Here we find the answpom this question. The most accurate point
from a being , that is far superior to me and thatnever will be able to comprehend , is the
same like in a relationship, that every human dnckis life has experience€hildren will
never be able and are not able to fully understhedbehavior of their parents. Even as the
parents are well advised to explain their behaggmuch as possible in order not to burden the
trust relationship to the child — it will not alwaye possible. Even then the small children trust
their parents very much, that they trust them iargthing. The reason for that reality is, they
never doubt upon the unselfish love of their paremto child has fear that tomorrow it will not
be fed anymore or the parents are not alive anyrfexeept, they have really experienced that!)
Now the Bible says, that we Christians are chiidveGod!

1. John 3,1:
Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowon us, that we should be called the sons
of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, becatkseew him not.

How is it then with the parents? Why they don’tdaweir children not so deeply, that they are
willing to die for them, especially the mothersBelieve the reason is, they see their children as
part of themselves, as their own flesh and bloAdd God sees us humans also like that!

As p#sesee their child suffer, then they suffer more
as their child. A child screams very quickly anddoas it is hurt and experiences pain, but has
also very quickly forgotten the pain, as he is gohee parents blame themselves afterwards ,
why it has happened?

Wotlkl harm us and do evil towards us , then he
would harm himself and would be devided in hisrgleip and his Creation would not remain to
exist!

Isaiah 43,1-4:

Why then he
should have evil intentions towards us?

| consciously have added the two following sentsenéterein God’s love is shown , that he let
his own son suffer for us, and even has sufferedsélf within him (Jesus) (compare. 2.
Corinthians 5,19!) — There is the claim of God adogy to his own standards. Both is part of
God's personality.

Finally-God loves his Creation and that means aldiuman beings!- Because He is love:

As God is love- if this is the core of his persatya) as the core of the personality of a greedy
person is his desire for riches —as he isn't afolelo any different than love, and also impatrtial
his friends and his enemies alike

and pray for them which despitefully use you, aexs@cute you;

That ye may be the children of your Father whicinibeaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on
the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain ondkegnd on the unjust.

...then one can conclude , that there is no otbssipility for us human beings, as the one that
God has appointed for us, even we don’'t undersigndhy God Has not granted us the
possibility of non-existence or a live as a lijled in our own universe. As we once know: even
what happens, God has good intensions and thotmhtsds us —then we are able to continue
searching in peace for answers!



I will not claim and boast to have found answels, Will only share some thoughts ; if they are
right or wrong the reader may discern by himséiell then: Why has God, that loves us, not
given us the liberty to decide by ourselves if wenwto live with or without him? Here now to
scripture passages:

1.John 3,2:
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it dotlyeappear what we shall be: but we know
that, when he shall appear, we shall be like hipnyfe shall see him as he is.

Because two
God’s — almighty, omnipresent, all-knowing etcre aot existing, even if they would not be
equally powerful like him , the Heaven would beconsli with so many gods. God planed that
we remain in our own personality The Trinity of Gisca secret, that we are not able to uncover,
even then we are raised up with Christ as our aeddsurety of our loyalty to a similar position!

Great, one may say: one that desires to fellowsitip God, that has to do it according to God’s
requirements, also logically isn’t able to partatg in sharing his power. Why then he leaves
those that didn’t decide for him alone? Why thendién’t create another substitute heaven for
them? Without him, but for himself in peace? Whgrtthe has to cast them into hell? Is he then
not so full of love for those that doesn’t love Rim

Genesis 4,16:

And all who reject God would have no place to hadd escape from him!

John 3, 19:

And this is the condemnation, that light is come ithe world, and men loved darkness rather
than light, because their deeds were evil.

For every one that doeth evil hateth the lighttmei cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be
reproved. But he that doeth truth cometh to thhtlithat his deeds may be made manifest, that
they are wrought in God.

It may sound macabre , but even hell is a sign @f’'Slove, that the godless humans, if they
could still prefer hell with gnashing teeth befdreing with God in Heaven.(see Revelations
16,8-11)

The one question still remains: If there is noseeaice of happiness outside of the fellowship
with God for any earthly human being-why then Go@ginot allow the possibility and right to
suicide? This right will be granted more and enior our society in our physical area, because
it's part of self-determination of a human beirig even to destroy oneself , as one is not
willing to bear its own existence. Why God let tm@man far from him suffer eternally? Or ,
even as he does not allow that the human is abémd his life for all eternity: Why then he
does not erase the existence of his enemies ee tth@at don’t want to live with him like a
candle without oxygen ? Why this suffering ofrasd life?

Colossians 1,12-17:

Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made astrto be partakers of the inheritance of the
saints in light: Who hath delivered us from the powf darkness, and hath translated us into the
kingdom of his dear Son: In whom we have redempiiaugh his blood, even the forgiveness of
sins: Who is the image of the invisible God, thetldorn of every creature:

For by him were all things created, that are in e, and that are in earth, visible and invisible,
whether they be thrones, or dominions, or prindipes, or powers: all things were created by
him, and for him: And he is before all things, dydhim all things consist.

Thathy all that is created must exist eternally,
will it be in the distance away from God in helliorthe presence of God as united with him. We
are not able to escape from God, nor even risegamst him in order to get rid of him! Would
he allow us, so he would limit his own existencd arake all his created fellow beings unhappy.
However, I'm not sure if eternity as they existheaven and in hell can be compared with a
continuation of time as we know it from the woddd also as the rich man experiences it in the
Hades (see Luke 16:23-31) .

Jesus said to them in John 8,58:
Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, | say unto,\®efore Abraham was, | am.

Proper it should say: “Before Abraham was, | angt? But Jesus is the great ,| am” — God
stands out of time. What many religions have susgemamely that there exists a condition of
timelessness, wherein the past, the presence &me fare one, that is what the Holy scripture
talks about! That's really a great comfort for taos Heaven and even those in hell! One that is
in Heaven will not remember those anymore those gdtdost and he will even in Heaven feel
not boring ,and one that is in hell will live inetlstate of ,here and now*. To admit it, it is & bi
speculative, because | don‘t know the conditiorriapithe life on earth, but | will try to explain
and interpret. | will not deny one aspect, thatltbed describes in the parable of the evil wine-
dresser (Matthew 21,33-44; Mark 12,1-12; Luke 2I9)-That aspect can be described best
with a word out of the letter of Hebrews.

For if we sin willfully after that we have receivédte knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no
more sacrifice for sins, But a certain fearful lawd for of judgment and fiery indignation, which
shall devour the adversaries.

In the Bible, often the wrath of God over sin ahd sinner is mentioned, something that really
opposes the people of today, because they areadiient. But God in his own eyes is treating

his enemies and created human beings* as alse#hef the world as they deserve it, he does
not even ask them for allowance. The higher bdeddwer one, and God as some may say is
not a “toothless tiger”! However , God offers uss ltreated human beings his friendship!

The question, why God allows the suffering of tlhenlan beings in hell are in close relation with
the old question of humankind about the root otfal suffering. Even in an individual case there
may be no satisfaction of answer and relief ofghim of the persons involved. But one thing can
be drawn and concluded out of the before mentionileat all the suffering in the world is a result
of the life distant from God . Would God be uniteith the humans beings, so there would be no
suffering (Revelations 21,4); and would we not Ged’s image, meaning in his likeness, then
he could have created us without any ability ardirig to experience suffering ! One recognizes
at the rawness and lack of pity towards others ameiself (!) those that are used to live in
distance from God. The sin - the conscious dissociaf the human being from God, that even
the Creation suffers (Genesis 3,17+18; Romans 32)9has brought death and pain into the
world ,so effects Humans and God alike! The wtnstg herein is, that those who sin are not
suffering under their sins, but those that liveuseh them. The sin causes a curse,that continues
from generation to generation. Even as God doesehother human beings suffer for those that
sins as described in Exodus 20:

All sin leads to idolatry, because the human basngot able to be without a ,god”, even he

himself or a stone is god for him! Something lagive him a foundation and security. But one
that serves idols, destroys God’s Creation andGuoat doesn't tolerate.



So God has placed the curse of the consequendais sfn upon him, the sinner, then if this
would not be the case, we would not recognize theep of destruction of our sin, by that we
would not be willing to turn away from sin. The gigal son has not returned to his father,
because he immediately had the desire, but bet¢suk®/ed himself only. He returned, because
he saw the advantage of it and

Recognized there is no other possibility to sagdife! So also the suffering of the world and the
experience of the consequences of sin are a méadgdto cause the human to return back to
God.

A special kid of suffering | shortly want to memtie the suffering of those whose prayers are not
answered, because often humans have doubted debpefatheir faith, because their prayers
have not been answered . First of all it must lsegrized, that God in his love and mercy even
answers the prayers of non-believers (Matthew 5d@%Jaim upon it only have the children of
God! Why? Simply, because they are people not raddeand live separated from God and so
do not belong to God!

Ephesians 2,11-19:

And that he might reconcile both unto God in ondybby the cross, having slain the enmity
thereby: And came and preached peace to you wheck afar off, and to them that were nigh.
For through him we both have access by one Spitit the Father.

Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foregreut fellow citizens with the saints, and of
the household of God;

Often God answers the prayer of those that do rottwo deal with him — but he (God) is not
indebted to do so! Thereby the argument of thoaedhaspise the love of God, because he didn’t
help them once in emergency is invalid, becausthalt life they didn’t care about him before!
But even his children should have settled and edl¢heir lives and relationship with him,
before they request something of him:

Does Gda mi#ferences, does he deal arbitrarily or is
the not yet confessed sin or unknown sin of thk parson the reason for the lack of success? If
the problem of the willingly refused repentanceeiscluded, so | see three further reasons
responsible for it:

Children seldom have patience from birth on, thatise for the children of God also! And
patience can be learned best by being “patient”.

God sometimes does not answer our prayer in oodexvieal the hidden things of our hearts He
denies a symptomatic healing until he has reaahédsidiagnose to the core of the problem.

Hebrews 11,39+40:
And these all, having obtained a good report thiotajth, received not the promise:
God having provided some better thing for us, thay without us should not be made perfect.

God sometimes has something better for us, as whatesire, like parents that do not fulfill all
the childish wishes of their children, because theyw, that their children need something more
important or that something beautiful is waiting tbem. By this explanation | shortly tackled
the problem of answers to prayers, it is far tomptex, that | could explain it here in short.

In the first chapters we have found out, that Godat bound to logic , in this chapter | have been
a bit inconsequent , because | have answered bpge tquestions here with logical arguments —
even it has been through the Bible ,namely a réveld tried to answer. Therefore | want to
emphasize at the end of this long chapter one thidgd is not predictable, not even through the
Bible:

But he is predictable in one sense, that we carwknte loves us, whatever will happen .
Because he loves himself and because HE is Loveateot any different , as to love and that
excludes every trickery and falsehood:

How can we know , if the Christian faith is tke true faith?

Even one century before this kind of question wawdtihave been a serious problem in Christian
circles. There have been great controversy aboigtwdirection of the Christian faith then would
have been the right one, but in one all that caletnselves Christians agreed, that Jesus Christ
is the only way to Heaven. Also the Bible makessy\clear statement like in the Book of Acts
4,12:

Neither is there salvation in any other: for thesenone other name under heaven given among
men, whereby we must be saved.

or in 1. Timothy 2,3-6a:

For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God Saviour; Who will have all men to be
saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the tfdh.there is one God, and one mediator
between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;Wholgaself a ransom for all

Beside this Jesus also says about himself :

John 14,6:

Jesus spricht zu ihm: Ich bin der Weg und die Waibnnd das Leben; niemand kommt zum Vater
denn durch mich.

In the beginning 21st century the reality looksyvéifferent here in Europe! The Christians are
very cautious about their public statements like,tbecause they don’t want to be called fanatic
and potential fundamentalists .And even moral @more it is made difficult for them to
announce their belief and so question the attlegions in their contents of truth and declare
that they are on the wrong way , one needs to bh&ocs about and it automatically leads to
alienation from God. So for the future it will beora important, to think first about what to say!
Where do the Christians take the liberty to seé& flagh as the only one ,happy-making“ and
declare all other belief systems as a way intkrss? One must admit that the Christian
occident in past centuries has revealed a versnbeh totally contrary to the Bible , as a result
people became very doubtful towards the Clnsteligion . In the Bible there is stated:
2.Thessalonians 1,6-9:

Seeing it is a righteous thing with God to recongaetnibulation to them that trouble you;

And to you who are troubled rest with us, whenltbed Jesus shall be revealed from heaven
with his mighty angels, In flaming fire taking veagce on them that(my add: don’t want to!)
know not God, and that obey not the gospel of @ud Uesus Christ:

Who shall be punished with everlasting destructrom the presence of the Lord, and from the
glory of his powerThe judgement of God is for those people, that daant to know God or
have come to know the Gospel , understood it shiliremain in rejection towards it! (see. Rom
2,7-10) One native american that refused the baptithat has been enforced upon him even he
doesn’t understand the meaning of it ,does notrem# also like a devout muslim , that has
never heard of the Gospel message or has nevessageething different from Christianity, only
that what the ,christian world” shows him! Evdryman gets lost without Jesus (Romans 2,12-
16); but those , that died being god-fearing ewghout hearing the Gospel message then it will
be made known to them after their death:



1. Peter 4,6:
For this cause was the gospel preached also to ttemnare dead, that they might be judged
according to men in the flesh, but live accordiog3od in the spirit.

That doesn't really mean ,, All-reconciliation” ! @rnthat does reject the Gospel here on earth (see
Hebrews 6,4 and 10,26), even he has clearly révednhe necessity of it, can't hope for
forgiveness like the masses of those people ¢hgGlod be a good man*!

This eternal consequence, that the Christian faitifies about, is the reason for the rebellion of
nowadays people. Christianity is not tolerant at@lards other religions and philosophies of this
world (see Colossians 2,8 1) .The people are ,fegtdwith wars fought about faith and religions
inspite of all the doubtful expectations and praesifor eternity that make the life of millions here
earth a hell because of these wars even they arpanpof it. Beside all this the absolute claiim o
Christianity ,it contradicts the sense of justd€éhe human beings , that do not believe in Gilars
teachings .Why God then has allowed the creationsof many different religions , if only one
religion shall be the true one- and as a conseguehd with an eternal punishment for those that
took another way? Which human being is able torcla have received the one and only truth for
him self and all other people whom God loves theesavay and those people which also love God
are on the wrong way and for that fact will be sineid? Can this be a loving God? The “solution”
from today could look like this:

God has revealed himself to every nation in alleBnas it was fitting to their present state of
development: Primitive cultures of antique peojte, example, the Semites had plenty of almost
human gods, mostly of patriarchal order, that eégectctheir rule by strict laws of vengeance. As a
result of the establishment of cities a culturentéditation about the people and the world was
developed and so God could reveal himself morenamre as a God of love and tolerance.

That's why we must reject all monotheistic religgoof today in their pure form as from the past ,
they must be updated to the time we live in. Ad#iaeligions pray, even they are different buthe
same God! Each one is incomplete, according tautigerstanding of the founder of that religion,
which was a child of his time, whether they werkblecbMoses, Jesus or Buddha.

Also, we believers have just recognized a partpeasof the godhead, even it came out by revelation
,S0 we do not have the right to place our revatatibove those of other believers . The only thing
we can do is to claim that for us it as the ordyid/truth! Then the believer creates himself amow
picture of God , that is an image of his in-andsa@e environment. Thereby God can't fully be
comprehended by us human beings , all religiamghat sense are equally true and equally !'As a
result of that the classical sense of mission reg to Mark 16,15+16 is sin towards God ,because
we enforce our own weaknesses upon others , begaigo it out of our limited God-image which
becomes our idol(religious fundamentalism, is ict fidolatry!!) and beside that senseless , because
God will take care in other ways about that tredgking person . More important for the expansion
of the worship of God than mission is the fact,tthiee inner quarrels about different teaching
opinions must be settled between the different oenations in order to deal with other religionsain
human way, this takes a lot of efforts still. Tkiad of thinking has always been the credo of the
eastern religions —it will be more and more a cotien not only in the western world, but also ptay
major part in the Christian state churches and aispe and more in the free and independent
churches.



One that looks at the this subject more closely emmpares the different ways to salvation, one
must admit that they have almost common basicedrality and their claims are very similar- | the
10 commandments or the content of the Sermon oMthent can be found partly in a few other
religions too-But they contradict one anotherhia statements about God and the way to him!

For Christians Jesus Christ is equally God- Isléamts that God has no son. Monotheistic religions
announce that God has created the world, whereire tbxists a possible and eternal alienation and
distance from God —pantheistic religions proclaira becoming unity between the creation and the
godly spirit or being, wherein a hell could existytemporarily until the world has returned to its
origin. And finally many religions through obediend&nowledge or imitation of godly characteristics
like mercy and doing good to others trying to beeoacceptable for God, which according to the
teachings of Christianity is impossible , yes candable:

Romans 3,28:

Therefore we conclude that a man is justified liy faithout the deeds of the law.

Romans 9,30-10,4:

What shall we say then? That the Gentiles, whittbvied not after righteousness, have attained
to righteousness, even the righteousness whichfastb.

But Israel, which followed after the law of rightsmess, hath not attained to the law of
righteousness. Wherefore? Because they sought litynfaith, but as it were by the works of

the law. For they stumbled at that stumblingstoAs; it is written, Behold, | lay in Sion a
stumblingstone and rock of offence: and whosoegke\eth on him shall not be ashamed.

For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, aming about to establish their own
righteousness, have not submitted themselves batoighteousness of God. For Christ is the
end of the law for righteousness to every onelibhéveth.

There, again the question arises, Can a loving &low it to let humans remain in uncertainty about
his being and characteristics on their way to haggs even if they differ in their point of view

A loving God must show us clearly how he wantsaanmrshipped and how one can come to him- A
God that does not offer any clarity, has no loweals his Creation! For example would Buddhism
the right way , then Christianity would ,only* meaxtended suffering, If Christianity is the right
way , so then Buddhism in its rejection of arrredégodhead would lead into perdition! If Islam is
the right way , then God should mark Christiandigarly as evil-Why then he has allowed it? There
can never be two religions true at the same timtaaas they are the revelation of a loving God,
because they contradict one another fundamentaliigey are not revelations of God, theone of
these religions will lead to God!

How one can find out in that hurly-burly of religi® which one is the right and true one, if sheldou



exist at all ? And why God allows those other lielig, that lead others into error? Even our inttlle
is not able to help us in this! Because godly rateh can‘t be judged by human intellect, because
the nature of God is superior to us ; beside #us &ll religions have their problem with the Ifget,
also the Christian religion! In all religions cha found unlogical aspects, which even contradiet o
another. That's why in past centuries the lond tfaChristians to proof God and Christianity with
logical arguments, and even to defend it failede World was laughing about this attempt, even the
Bible does not advise and recommend this practice:

1. Corinthians 1,18-29:

For the preaching of the cross is to them thatgfefoolishness; but unto us which are saved it is
the power of God. For it is written, | will destrdfie wisdom of the wise, and will bring to
nothing the understanding of the prudent. Wherthéswise? where is the scribe? where is the
disputer of this world? hath not God made foolisé wisdom of this world?

For after that in the wisdom of God the world bys@dgm knew not God, it pleased God by the
foolishness of preaching to save them that beliBwve the Jews require a sign, and the Greeks
seek after wisdom: But we preach Christ crucifigto the Jews a stumblingblock, and unto the
Greeks foolishness; But unto them which are calbedh Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of
God, and the wisdom of God. Because the foolishoésSod is wiser than men; and the
weakness of God is stronger than men. For ye saecalling, brethren, how that not many wise
men after the flesh, not many mighty, not many ajae called: But God hath chosen the
foolish things of the world to confound the wisadasod hath chosen the weak things of the
world to confound the things which are mighty; Avase things of the world, and things which
are despised, hath God chosen, yea, and thingswanenot, to bring to nought things that are:
That no flesh should glory in his presence.

How then can we move forward in our search fortth#éh? :Let us look in the Bible , then we can
find there the following scripture passage, inathiesus talks about his divinity:
Matthew 16,13-17:

When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Rhitipmasked his disciples, saying, Whom do
men say that | the Son of man am? And they saideSay that thou art John the Baptist: some,
Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the prophles saith unto them, But whom say ye that |
am?

We see that Jesus didn’t answer in this very ingmbrguestion with intellectual arguments in oraer t
proof his divinity; he even didn’t try to corrediase people that didn't believe in him! And why?
Because he knew that the faith in him could nophmuced by the people themselves, even they
desired it! It is clearly stated in John 1,12-13:

But as many as received him, to them gave he ptoMeecome the sons of God, even to them
that believe on his name: Which were born, notlobd, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the
will of man, but of God.



As a person desires to become a child of Godn than person must believe in his (Jesus) name,
must believe that Jesus saves from sin (Jesushétatl,20) and God’s son is the anointed king, that
has a claim upon this person’s life , which he\stid accept (Christ, Psalms 2,6). And God himself
has ordered it, so faith in him can‘t be inheritethere are no ,Christian nations” and God ha® als
no grandchildren ! —Nor out of own decision it d@brought forth —A godly revelation is necessary
for faith in Jesus as Lords and Savior in comparigofaith in a personal god which everybody can
have! (see. Romans 1,19+20) . Lastly no personfaae another human to the Christian faith or
seduce or convince him, God has set up barriegseény humarbeingin that case:

1.Corinthians 2,6-14:

Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are pesfethot the wisdom of this world, nor of
the princes of this world, that come to nought: Bt speak the wisdom of God in a mystery,
even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained befeemorld unto our glory: Which none of the
princes of this world knew: for had they knowntltey would not have crucified the Lord of
glory.

But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor eaarbeneither have entered into the heart of man,
the things which God hath prepared for them thaelbim.

But God hath revealed them unto us by his Sportttie Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep
things of God. For what man knoweth the things ofaam, save the spirit of man which is in him?
even so the things of God knoweth no man, butghi¢ & God.

Now we have received, not the spirit of the wdolat, the spirit which is of God; that we might
know the things that are freely given to us of G&fthich things also we speak, not in the words
which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy sBieacheth; comparing spiritual things
with spiritual. But the natural man receiveth nbetthings of the Spirit of God: for they are
foolishness unto him: neither can he know themalee they are spiritually discerned.

But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet hinself is judged of no man. For who hath
known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruothBut we have the mind of Christ.

| choose that long text, because it is importamecognize , that no human being- even with muc
good will and effort can be ,,converted"! How manfrGtians have accused themselves or have been
accused by others according to the theme: The vgmisl lost and you don’t do anything against it!
Often then Ezekiel 3,17-19 will be quoted. It isa: All Christians have the great commission (Mark
16,15+16; Romans 10,14+15 and others); but theyoohnlead those to faith in Christ , which God
has chosen beforehand !

Book of Acts 13,44-48:

And the next Sabbath day came almost the wholéogjgther to hear the word of God.

This so important fact of the predestination frdmafore the beginning of Creation is described and
dealt with in the Bible in Ephesians 1,4+5, in Ros&,29+30 and foremost in Romans 9,14-24 —
and has kept generations of people busy, bechagarédestination can’'t be brought in line with the
free decision and choice of a human for or agldime Gospel . This causes the question why a
loving God could have already predestined a hubsamg even before his birth for the damnation in
hell I will not go deeper into this subject , fitis there is very good literature available eTh
problem becomes really smaller as we considentbadre subject to the course of time, God stands
outside of the timeframe we are living in, therefbie could consider our decisions beforehand ., Yes
God is sovereign, he chooses whom he wants , therate whom he wants (Romans 14 following)
— but not without considering our decisions frdra beginning of this world!

Let us return to the question, how we could gekriow, if Christianity is the only right way to
Heaven. The answer: We can’t know it, it must beeaded to us ! All our human efforts will only
lead to more misery: “Christians born out of thesfi“, that sooner or later will develop and become
the greatest enemies of the fellowship of brotlaexs sisters (the ecclessia ) (see Galatians 4,29) .

Is it turns out like that as | need the grace oflQo order to be able to believe - How can Godygud
me as | don’t want to receive the Good News, tlospdl? (compare Mark 16,16; John 3,18 and
others) Well, God has chosen and obdurate , bdbbken’t despise anyone without offering him the
opportunity to proof his attitude towards hiimmtd hell no one gets ,because God didn’'t want him
to be in Heaven (1. Timothy 2,4). The Jews for eplanin the above mentioned scripture passage
have been a chosen as a nation , but didn’'t wantl ,God knew it beforehand and has hidden the
Gospel for them , in order to let it be known amahg ,heathen“ that were standing around this
nation! One must reject God and his Good News&bgpel consciously in order to get lost forever:
Hebrews 10,26-27:

For if we sin wilfully after that we have receiviee knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no
more sacrifice for sins,But a certain fearful loogifor of judgment and fiery indignation, which
shall devour the adversaries.

Once again- no person is entering hell by accidentpecause he\she didn’'t know better about it!
What then moves people to reject the Gospel ofsI€$uist or to deny the existence of a personal
God against all best knowledge?

John 3,18-21:

He that believeth on him is not condemned: butha¢ believeth not is condemned already,
because he hath not believed in the name of thel@gotten Son of God.

And this is the condemnation, that light is come ithe world, and men loved darkness rather
than light, because their deeds were evil. For gware that doeth evil hateth the light, neither
cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be negtoBut he that doeth truth cometh to the light,
that his deeds may be made manifest, that thewareght in God.

Ephesians 4,17-19:

This | say therefore, and testify in the Lord, thathenceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in
the vanity of their mind, Having the understandiagkened, being alienated from the life of God
through the ignorance that is in them, becauséefindness of their heart:

The Bible mentions two reasons for the rejectio®otl and his Gospel:

1. The lack of knowledge of the human beings, theynot guilty upon this fact, because this is the
consequence of an unbelieving world and of the ,gfotthis world“ (see 2. Cor. 4,4), which has taken
care of this reality. Therefore for this reasorytihdl not be judged! (Romans 5,13 !)

2.The sin of the humans , that they do consciodslfact, the human being is a slave and servant to
sin and the spirit of this world (Ephesians 2,1c&lossians 2,13-15 and others.); but through the
Gospel of Grace he (the human )is able to finkpedth God. (Rom 3,23+24; 5,1; 8,1; 10,4; Gal
3,13; Ephesians 2,11-20 and others!). As he istiggpthis grace, then God will judge him according
to his works, and there, no one will reach thedsiatis of God by his own works! This is described in
Romans 2,12-16:

For as many as have sinned without law shall aledsh without law: and as many as have
sinned in the law shall be judged by the law; (Rot the hearers of the law are just before God,
but the doers of the law shall be justified. Forewtithe Gentiles, which have not the law, do by
nature the things contained in the law, these, igviot the law, are a law unto themselves:
Which shew the work of the law written in their tigatheir conscience also bearing witness,
and their thoughts the mean while accusing or elsrising one another;)

In the day when God shall judge the secrets of loyelesus Christ according to my gospel.

and in Romans 4,4+5:

Now to him that worketh is the reward not reckonédrace, but of debt. But to him that worketh
not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodis faith is counted for righteousness.

It is therefore a conscious decision-or to expressa better way- many conscious decisions ,ap t
the complete hardening of the heart(see Hebrews8)6,-against God's Good News or the
acceptance of his existence and for the sin,rttadtes the human guilty before God and costs him
the eternal life ! Now, we again as born againdvers (Christians) again can begin doubting!

So, for example John , “the Baptist”, as he imgwison (as symbol for “Babylon”-the world

which is in enmity towards God , who is accordingRevelation 18,2 a prison full of unclean
spirits!):

Matthew 11,2-6:

Now when John had heard in the prison the worlkGlofst, he sent two of his disciples,

And said unto him, Art thou he that should comejmwe look for another?

Jesus answered and said unto them, Go and shewadin those things which ye do hear and
see: The blind receive their sight, and the laméwthe lepers are cleansed, and the deaf hear,
the dead are raised up, and the poor have the dgsmached to them.

through him , he could recognize Jesus as thedb@od . Only while in prison he had lost the
spiritual sight, through the miracles, that Jesids lde found his (spiritual) sight again. Miraclke®
not able to bring someone to believe in Jesus Chhiat's only possible through the Word of God,
that is Spirit and Life (John 6,63), but miracles able to pull people towards God and to scaltter t
doubts !



A powerless Gospel without miracles is thereforeless like a wonder show, wherein the Word of
God will not be preached! (see 1. Corinthians 2)44%d also arguments of the mind are able to help
the doubting Christian to get a solid ground intifaagain (see Ephesians 4,13+14) — for this for
example this book has been written.

Let as turn towards the second question as ondaprecthe Christian faith as the only right ancetru
faith : Why does a loving God allow other religicaisall? As this question is closely connected with
the question: Why a loving God allows evil, we athg found an intellectual approach in the fourth
chapter of this book! The evil is the logical cegsence of every form of alienation and separation
from God-He must allow it partly in order for tharhans to be able to recognize its existence. In the
parable of the prodigal son in the Gospel of Lukapter 15-11-32 we are able to read - Both sons
have had an inner distance towards their fatheh diothem seeking their freedom, they wanted to be
god over themselves as far it was possible fantHgut only the prodigal son was able to recognize
the consequences of his attitude, that withouthtilp of his father he wouldn't be able to get ot o
the gutter. The son, who remains home saw onlyedmepulsion of that relationship, which was his
own choice, but not the freedom that would result @f that fellowship with his father. This also
made him to be a co-heir and owner of all his pgsisas and goods. So likewise God must grant

the possibility to choose another god than himsetfhe doesn’'t want an “older son bride” in
Heaven! This he has done already very early irhisi®ry of humankind!

Genesis 2,9:

And out of the ground made the LORD God to growyetree that is pleasant to the sight, and
good for food; the tree of life also in the midétlee garden, and the tree of knowledge of good
and evil.

through their behavior to take the first opportyrid make themselves independent from God: first
they did not scream for help to him as the snakmeafed, and secondly, as they entered into the
temptation willfully to judge “good and evil” by émselves apart from God and so morally became
equal with him.



As the father of the prodigal son gave him his iithece and did not hold him back, to use it apart
from him (his father) and to his own damage, so Gade the first humans the opportunity to make
themselves independent form him and beside it alseducer, which would offer them a righteous
and eternal life apart from God. He knew what wetheir hearts already

Why then Jesus didn’t come down to earth duringithe of Cain in order to bring us salvation?

It takes its time in the history of humankind, alsdakes time with every nation, also with every
individual, until he\she will be mature enough foe Gospel of Grace. The powers of this world, the
evil spirits, which rule behind every idolatry wbig (1.Corinthians. 10,20!!),are also ,taskmasters”
that reveal to the humans their need for salvafldre worship of demons leads to alienation from
God, which then leads to the expansion of unriglgaess. As a consequence the people cry out for
laws that will bring order in their lives togethénen this leads to the acknowledgment that thess |
could not be kept in order to achieve peace with:Go

Romans 7,7-13:

What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forNialy, | had not known sin, but by the law: for
I had not known lust, except the law had said, T$lmlt not covet.

But sin, taking occasion by the commandment, wrbumge all manner of concupiscence. For
without the law sin was dead. For | was alive withthe law once: but when the commandment
came, sin revived, and | died. And the commandménth was ordained to life, | found to be
unto death. For sin, taking occasion by the commaatd, deceived me, and by it slew me.
Wherefore the law is holy, and the commandment bolg just, and good. Was then that which
is good made death unto me? God forbid. But sat, ithmight appear sin, working death in me
by that which is good; that sin by the commandm@ght become exceeding sinful.



So the second taskmaster comes into place, the(sa®,Galatians 3,23-25), therefore replaces the
first, idolatry-this leads again to nothing, besaeven the law makes the need for salvation eisibl
but does not offer any solution ! As one looks Htraligions in their fullness , then in their
relationship towards their Creator, can be clasdifi then into two groups as described in
2.Thessalonians 1,6-8 says:

Seeing it is a righteous thing with God to recongagetnibulation to them that trouble you;

And to you who are troubled rest with us, whenltbed Jesus shall be revealed from heaven
with his mighty angels, In flaming fire taking veagce on them that know not God, and that
obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.

One part of the religions and philosophies doesr@ht to know God, they reject a personal and
almighty God, explain him only as a power (Daniél3B, Ezekiel 8,16) or make themselves an
image like they find it in Creation ,finally an igea of themselves (Romans 1,19-23). The other part
is searching for true knowledge of God , but daesant the godly way towards salvation ,but is try-
ing to achieve through the knowledge of good andl l®v their own strength to get a claim for
Heaven. Both ways are condemned to fail and waltllas one is honest to a true recognition in the
consciousness for the need of salvation. Then Getvenes and reveals the Redeemer:

Job 19,25:

For I know that my redeemer liveth, and that hellsttand at the latter day upon the earth:

And though after my skin worms destroy this bodt in my flesh shall | see God:

Whom | shall see for myself, and mine eyes shalblde and not another; though my reins be
consumed within me.

If it happens by the proclamation of the Gospebtigh other people or through a tract or literature

or through the personal appearance and experieogednd with God, —God is very individual and
flexible . But one thing is sure: Whoever reacheswhole-hearted after the knowledge for God and
searches for peace in him, will find both! The todeemptation to make oneself for a certain portio
independently in a moral sense ,was meant to meeéto@ an equal level- eye to eye- was the ,Tree
of Good and Evil* The evil in is obvious ways arery seldom a temptation for the person, that truly
is a seeker of God, it pulls that person backesstof being a temptation for him. So the evil teas
disguise and cover up with the mantle of the goodst appear morally and god-fearing or even at
least show up reasonable in order to pull peoplayanom the fellowship with God. That is true for
all religions also including the ,Christian religio, in all of them there is much truth , wisdondan
good ,so it will lead people towards God and shthesn their moral short-comings, they all reveal
good diagnosis! But in therapy, they all fail, thierthe evil has its big weight, it leads to a gece
image of God, but is comfortable and easy to han@leto point towards the opportunity to be able
to overcome the gap of separation to God out obtire strength and by their own chosen ways.
(see. Eph 2,14f). Therefore the scripture declares

1. John 4,1-3:

Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the ispiwhether they are of God: because many false
prophets are gone out into the world.Hereby knowtlye Spirit of God: Every spirit that
confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesf God: And every spirit that confesseth not
that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not afl:Gmd this is that spirit of antichrist, wheread y
have heard that it should come; and even now alréad in the world.



All religions also impart knowledge about God, bttlesus — This is the parting of ways! Why then
there is so much diversity in opinion among trugi€itans, that have let to separations? In my
opinion there are primarily 3 reasons:

Matthew 13,24-30:

Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, Kimgdom of heaven is likened unto a man
which sowed good seed in his field: But while mleptshis enemy came and sowed tares among
the wheat, and went his way.

The eyes and ears of the
congregation, the teachers and prophets had sawtehrs, so wrong seeds could enter the church,
that produced poisonous plants of heresy (see Z&29-31).

As one looks into history , he will realizéhat
also Anti-Christian religions and philosophies ebwgain a foothold upon humankind only , as
Christianity was spiritually weak and busy witreifd It is especially obvious upon the appearaoice
Islam. The moon is seen in the sky even duringiceyas the sun is shining (Maleachi 3,20) ; but as
he does not give warmth , nobody recognizes Hiooks different, as the sunset takes place, there
it gives back orientation to many people which hioae it

A second reason for division among Christians &cdbed by Apostle Paul to the Corinthians :

The signs of immature Christians are: they orient @entify themselves with their leaders- and they
are jealous among one another, everybody wants twdater than the other. How many churchsplits
already took place because of these reasons,dhatet ,his“ way appeared to be greater or “his”

church-founder seemed to be more important? Nowettsea further reason for the appearance of
church-splits and confessions:

1.Corinthians 1,22-24:

For the Jews require a sign, and the Greeks seek aisdom: But we preach Christ crucified,
unto the Jews a stumbling block, and unto the Grdeklishness; But unto them which are
called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the powerad,@nd the wisdom of God.

The Lord has in every congregation his , Jewsbsth because emotionally oriented , more with a
charismatic touch — and the ,Greeks", those whialkiehtheir emphasis upon their mind , more
evangelical .Blessed is the congregation were thet f God and His Love is so big so that both
will remain under one roof!

Now, let us return to our subject:

One may ask then, why the apostasy (the fallingyafintom the faith in the Lord Jesus Christ) before
the return of Jesus will happen, instead humanéirtdof their experience will search for the Gospel
of Grace, and why the fellowship of Christianstoé end-time is spiritually so weak, so she must be
raptured, in order not fall into the seduction bg antichrist. Is there anything wrong in God’'sngla

Let us go back to the beginning of humankind ireottd clarify this question:

Well, the scripture
passage does not reveal anything about the baakdyronly one hint- the statement of Eva as her son
Cain was born: “I, with the help of God”- that meam do it by myself , | make it etc. even with
God’s help and support! | don't think it mattered@od, even he offered only fruits to him and no
meat: It was the attitude and motive of the he&i€ain, that was not pleasing to God. It has been
revealed, as God didn’t respond the way Cain wafing and expecting it. Cain became upset and
angry, and as we see later he didn‘t want to déhl@od anymore. This reveals that his attitudes an
motives have not been upright and honest befori; Kbeew that he- still needed God, so he tried to
spurchase* him, “satisfy and fob" him with that efing”. Religion in any form is a business with
God, wherein the intention is: one can purchaseliiens which are upon our person and get free!
The Bible explains, it is not the end at all:

Jude 11:
Woe unto them! for they have gone in the way of,Gaid ran greedily after the error of Balaam
for reward, and perished in the gainsaying of Core.



Ways —Error — gainsaying . Without digging deepegthfer into that biblical situation, one is able to
see and realize towards which direction this mihesk lead, this mindset, which appears religious
and starts with a self-willing (self-centered) seevto God: it ends in rebellion towards God

, that finally reaches its peak through the spiriantichrist:

This kihd
sin already caused Satan to fall:

Ezekiel 28,11-17:

Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the kinfyais, and say unto him, Thus saith the Lord
GOD; Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, asréept in beauty.

Now
here it is enough to recognize, that the pridenugie own identity , which is God-given —the
identity, not the pride about it- is the incitemémnt the apostasy of humankind and of Satan akke

d this apostasy doesn't start with atheism, bugiais with a self-centered and willful service!l Al
religions , also the Christian religion containttbalf-centered and willful service, which is barat

of the pride of the human ,in which God shouldcbetend about what | am doing for him! But He
isn’t contend and pleased with it:

John 4,21-24:

Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hooreth, when ye shall neither in this
mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father.

Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we wprgar salvation is of the Jews.

But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true wppers shall worship the Father in spirit
and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to wagoghim.

God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must stop him in spirit and in truth.



From the human point of view religiosity seems o dous and good — but in fact, it is only the
friendly camouflaged disobedience, a showdown vdtd, compared with the defiant attitude of a
little child.

Just to take note, I'm not talking about religigsithich comes out of the lack of knowledge, likésit
described in John 4,19-24 or Ephesians 4,17-19!

In order to return to the question: why differealigions came into existence: God allowed these
religions in order to prove to them through theiagtice their incapability, but the human choose
religion in order to emancipate himself form God #ocertain part. And as more the human takes
distance from God , as more the adversary of Geddsessful — to mix demonic portions into the -
true and honest worship! And thereby contraditts worshp towards God:

Ephesians 4,17-19:

This | say therefore, and testify in the Lord, thathenceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in
the vanity of their mind, Having the understandilagkened, being alienated from the life of God
through the ignorance that is in them, becauseheflilindness of their heart: Who being past
feeling have given themselves over unto lascivesssrio work all uncleanness with greediness.

Again, here we recognize the three sides hereonenhand the conscious turning away from God'’s
revealed will, the resulting lack of knowledge dmwlly the influence of the evil spirits, which eis
this lack of knowledge in order to get a foothotiianfluence by planting their lies. This will réac
its climax in the time shortly before Jesus wilture by the worship of the “animal-side” in the
human and the worship of Satan, in fact in thedulhreness of him as the adversary of God:
Revelation 13,4:

And they worshipped the dragon which gave poweo tiné beast: and they worshipped the
beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast? Wholes ta make war with him?

One that has reached this page now , will be wonger maybe upset, because | have quoted to all
kind of subjects out of the Bible. Where does oai ghe surety in order to rely on a book which is
four thousand years old- Isn't it really idiocy?

And even if the ,Holy Scripture® by wondrous wayashbeen preserved up to our time, even then we
can’t expect , that we interpret the text in thesaway as the nomad or a roman doctor was meaning
it and the way he wrote it down . What kind of krieglge they had about modern- day science - are
not many of them are categorized as miracles of, @edn it can be explained easilytoday? And
actually: Why such a source like a book which isilgacan be manipulated? Didn't have God
anything better as the Bible, which has been rgatihé average people over centuries only in Latin
language, which was not understood by all. And tieg been “translated” by the powerful and
mighty church as it was of advantage for themsedwekthe government in each individual country?
Is God not able to reveal himself to each persdividually? These questions must be clarifiedtas i
is subject to eternity! Even in the Christian axclthe Bible will not be questioned, that's why she
(the Bible) has lost a lot of its reputation in thierld, it is even strange and questionable inibdd

, because it has not been written in our dayis (th by leaving a comment -a sign of the Anti-
Christian spirit —which “exalts itself against Gadd service to God”-see in 2.Thessalonians 2,4).
Where does that childish faith upon a ,,Book fromaken“ come from?

Not all religions use a book in order to conseive tevelation, so it can be transferred to the next
generation, before they will be forgotten. The Gams) the native Indian tribes of North-America
and others have used the medium song. Holy somgst]y in form of stanzas have been learned and
taught and so transferred to the next generatiomeghing similar we find at the people of God-The
Hebrews during their time of wandering in the deser

First of all there is only a revelation of Godttltan be received only there ,where God wants to
reveal himself , and as he does it , more or lessl$p has his personality around him. This oaly ¢
be taken by persons, that recognize God as a Id@swd)and who's sins are redeemed — the others
will quickly escape !

Exodus 20,18-21:

And all the people saw the thunderings, and thiethitngs, and the noise of the trumpet, and the
mountain smoking: and when the people saw it , theved, and stood afar off.

And they said unto Moses, Speak thou with us, andil hear: but let not God speak with us,
lest we die.

We also find it here: As the human being is toudhethe holiness of God ,he is getting aware of his
sinful nature ,which then becomes a real problehmé closeness of God is only endurable by the
person that is born-again and to whom which has begeemed from his sins by the blood of Jesus
Christ. That is why we only after the day of Penttcsee the Holy Spirit working through dreams

and visions and the “silent voice of God” generaiheaking to all believers- which indeed has never
stop in my opinion :

I will not dare now to step into a minefield, whispiritual gifts are up to date, but also a strong-
charismatic Christian must admit, that God stikals into daily situations by bringing bible-verse
up into memory, as it is required in the givenaiiton (John 14,26). And there the problem stads al
for us as Christians : The Holy Spirit speaks, whiee is not grieved by sin (Ephesians 4,30) or
through human and fleshly hierarchies or quenchedmrong teachings (1.Thess. 5,19+20) ! | think
every Christian knows the situation, as the Bilwesh’t speak to him anymore and the prayer sounds
dull and empty, because one lives consciously nn I§iwe would depend in our daily lives upon
direct revelation, in my opinion, we soon woulddativered to the general religiosity.



This was for example the case in Israel duringtitihe of the Judges: There existed a few prophets
which more or less forcibly lived in the presené&od (Samson), but the masses of people were cut
off from God by their sins, which as a result had tonsequence thagvery man did that which
was right in his own eyes”.hHE Bible alone delivers the human being from othenan mediators,
which push themself between God and the believeralise they are closer to God or seemingly
closer in order to gain a better knowledge abosiiill! So the letter to the Colossians warns us:

Colossians 2,18-19:

Let no man beguile you of your reward in a volugtétumility and worshipping of angels,
intruding into those things which he hath not seamly puffed up by his fleshly mind, And

not holding the Head, from which all the body byni® and bands having nourishment
ministered, and knit together, increaseth withitiease of God.

Every congregation, that has implemented hieraatlstructures and walks in the ways that mega-
churches go , keeps the believers away from thigt8oe : it could be that the scripture is lockeat ,
that direct revelation will be portrait as moreuatble as the Scriptures!

The Bible is also the foundation of ,,Church-demagtfaEverything that is valid, is also valid on a
bigger scale for non-believers (people that arebiooh-again), because they don't possess the fift o
discerning of spirits: As a person doesn’t know Biele, she can easily be let astray by evil spirit
and usually he will (1. Corinthians 10,20 )!

2,Peter 1,19:

That God'’s revelation comes to humankind by a bisolkdeed no weakness, even because of the
easy way of manipulation, but the opposite is thsec By the way it also is a concession to the
general spiritual condition for us Christians! Hawe the Word of God is also effective , as it is
associated with the Spirit of God (2.Corinthiang) 3so that people without the Holy Spirit will not
be able to comprehend it (1. Corinthians 1.18 ai@-26), and also through certain circumstances
Christians are not able to understand the Wordaaf @hymore or even don’t want to understand it
anymore !

As it is the will of God and the best for us to raake Bible the foundation of our spiritual lifedan
faith in God-Who says that we totally can rely upen? Couldn’t it be possible that during the last
two-thousand year that she has been falsified elglibly or at least unaware errors or transcription
errors have entered in? That the Bible has beesifiéal is believed in Islam and other religious
congregations and has been ascribed to the chuartie present time this opinion has been believed
also by our society. These “revelations” first dockmost by the ,intellectual press” also pseudo-
scientific books and novels have taken their gagpread that opinion.

There existed and still exist literature ,that coagainst those statements in that literature with
arguments , but who else beside the bible-belie@hdstians reads this kind of literature? However,
it is from the human point of view impossible toekea written record over a period of two to four-
thousand years understandable and also withoutsfauhnguage changes its meaning: a typical
example is the word ,cool”A generation before it was infamous and an expoassiwards sexual
desires. Nowadays it has become socially acceptddwall be expressed generally upon all that
causes joy and tension. How are we able to knovat wie authors a few thousand years ago wanted
to express, that we read today? And who know#aée translators really were able to comprehend
the meanings of a word accurate .There even irrtdreslations in today’s language its comes to
problems because a word has in the foreign langoame than one meanings. Which one is able to
sort out as the meaning of the text is fully untterd. On the other hand the meaning of a sentence
can be expressed in different ways and as a reésilemphasis upon its understanding can be set
differently in reality, one is dependent upon thélsin language and the spiritual expertise & th
translator, and in fact there are a few differenceshe various serious bible-translations in the
interpretations (exegesis) , not to forget therrtetations of the so called ,, Bible for the MasSse

(,Volx-Bibles*).The so-called ,Bible-critics” areusy : they want to interpret the text of today hg t
aid of historical science and want to find out whia¢ author meant with his expressions and
statements thousands of years before ,what wetodagl. Then finally only a few academics are able
to comprehend the Word of God accurately and thesegof believers are totally dependent upon
their performance! Then the church again needsldgems by profession, which will once again
explain the ordinary believer how to understand Blitde, because he didn‘t study classical Greek,
Hebrew and Prehistory. If this really has beenitibention of a loving God in order to reveal hinisel
to humankind in such a way? | don‘t think so! Artsloathe Bible says something different :
1.John, 2,27:

But the anointing which ye have received of hindeth in you, and ye need not that any man
teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth yall éhings, and is truth, and is no lie, and
even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him.

John 5,37-40:



And the Father himself, which hath sent me, hatindavitness of me. Ye have neither heard his
voice at any time, nor seen his shape. And ye hat/kis word abiding in you: for whom he hath
sent, him ye believe not.

If a person doeot have the Holy Spirit, because her is not-born
again, if a person wants to analyze it by inte]leéet will not be able to comprehend it nor underdta
its statements nor even will be able to clearlpdtate it- But as a child of God, he/she will natyo

be able to understand its original meaning of tirgpure passage, as he asks God for understanding,
but also recognize if a translation has been chegseng randomly or consciously. And the born-
again, spirit-filled translator (of the Old Testam)ewill choose out of the different possibilitidse

one and formulate it in the way that God want® ihave, because God’s Spirit (the Holy Spirit) is
instructing and guiding him. Also today there exXsble-translations that have been pushed under
worldly ideology ,like the ,Bible in righteous langge” — but they have not won much favor in the
body of Christ , because a born again Christianses that there is ,something wrorigty sheep
know my voice‘and they glo not follow a stranger, but flee from him , bezathey do not know the
voice of that stranger{John 10,4+5). So, over six-thousand years, thet$iGod was successful

to translate the Bible always into its original miggy- in spite of a few insignificant translatioma's

and likewise keep away intentional falsified traisins from the people of God .

As one believes, the Bible has been falsified, feson has a wrong understanding about God, that
is totally contrary to the witness of the Holy $tpin us!

» Because God does not change (Numbers 23,9)

» And because he is faithful and loves us, he alssstaare about us (Luke 11,9-13)

» And above all he is also almighty

» And also today he intervenes in the events of tleeldv(Revelation 22,18+19 and Jeremiah
1,22+23)

Then he (God) can’t and won't allow that his wordnfi which we are depend upon daily like from
daily food and water will be distorted through humveickedness or human incompetence !

Therefore we can be sure, that the Bible in sgi@lder translation-errors is still totally retike,

God himself! Even through the times of the Apostle=re were many ,gnostic* gospels around, but
accepted were only four by Christianity , and tbrsy before the Council of Nicaea.



At this Council only has been publicly approved whlaeady has been practice in the congregations.
As nowadays there is much talk and discussiong, ttie gospels or holy scriptures have been
suppressed by the old church and withheld fromctiregregation, it only shows how less the bible-
critics of today are convinced of the love and glminess of God!

As we can be sure, that the Bible we have todayas God’s intention, then only the following
question has to be clarified: how much of its cohis really inspired by God and how much is of the
own addition of the author, because there were humags, no machines .Wherefrom do we know,
which of what has been recorded in the Bible iy&aod’s opinion and not the opinion of the writer
or the contemporary perception?

That the Bible is really God’s Word in the litesnse , is denied by modern theologians of all majo
churches even it is questioned by evangelical béoleools. For all of them s not God’s word
anymore, but onlyontains God’s Word. There God’s intentions can be fourfdgaurse shown in
the limitations of the authors as human persomraliembedded to their present viewpoints of their
time as they were able to comprehend it. As fomgla in the Old Testament it is stated , that the
sun moves from one end of the Heaven to the ahdrthen return again (Psalms 19,7), then the
reason for this expression is, the authors didaibw anything about the heliocentric worldview |,
and as Apostle Paul says, Women are not ougleaithtin the congregation (1. Timothy. 2,12),then
because they were caught by the patriarchal imageadety in the antique world .In order to apply
the Bible to our present time, it is necessary talifiy this statements there as they are contratlggo
knowledge of natural science or using an imageuohdn and society ,that does not fit to the image
of society of nowadays. The Bible talks about etathey do not exist anymore! The statements only
still have a meaning in the allegorical sensehi$ is the case, then a literal interpretationapipsure

is prohibited also in other places, as we know thdhe far eastern world people are tempted to
exaggerate things. There theologians are needed puthof their knowledge of history explain what
is the literal meaning and what can be underst@drmaillustration. Well, the question now arises
again: Has a loving God the intention to make arencomplicated for his children? As we believe
the Bible is a s God intended it as it is. Thendhmuld give us information-and she really does!

He was God enough
in order to look beyond the worldview of the antggés one assumes to Jesus for example he hasn’t
ordained women to become apostles, because it a@iditnhis worldview or spirit of age then
humanizes the Lord too much. Surely he was humainfjrist and foremost HE is God! What he has
said and ordered in his time is still valid and whe has not done likewise.

Matthew 12,38-40:

Also we should not interpret the stories of
the Old Testament as simple symbolic as they dofihamto our historical and natural-scientific
world view!

Apart from that, the Bible doesn't talk about thee&ion of the world, but from the restoration loé t
earth (Genesis 1, 1+2!) —especially the mentiomhgumbers of ages in Old Testament reveals,
whom we should more believe: God’s Word or todagfsiral science!

1.Thessalonians 2,13:

God places an emphasis, that the letters of thesttgzoand especially the Letters of Apostle Paall ar
not letters of a Christian missionary, but to biyfthe Word of God . Especially at the Letters of
Paul it is important, because those scripturesrasgtly understood as from a bullheaded bachelor as
author. Also those the words in the Letters of AlgoBaul are not words from him, but God’s words,
spoken and written down by Paul. And by the wagxafeption as he expresses his own opinion to a
certain subject , then he mentions it also! (sef@mple in 1. Corinthians. 6,12!).

2. Peter 1,19-21:

No prophecy of scripture...that means the wholdeBiBs Peter speaks about the prophetic word,
which the Apostles possess, so he clearly meanstlasApostles of the New Testament and their
authors like Luke, Mark were heralds of God. Thelyspoke out what God wants to express to us
as humans. So everything the Bible says ,doedlovaany own interpretation”- We have to take it
literally as long as we are not clearly sure andvkrihat it is not meant literally! (Often it is
recognize by the little word ,, like*. As God’s opam will not be expressed like in the case of the
friends of Job or in 1.Corinthians 6:12 , thenldady Spirit will reveal it to us precisely.

The opinion or knowledge of the authors was nevaurpose of biblical consideration, even if it has
been written for the viewpoint of an ordinary manvooman; (Psalms 19,5-7 and others.), those



people which for example had no knowledge abouiediocentric worldview like it was the case
and reality for most people for centuries .

Many things that the authors of the Old Testameobtmded was not known by them, for example ,
that the Earth was hanging upon nothing (Job 28alah 44,24) or the description of the kind of
death at the Cross in Psalms 22!

God didn‘t simply switch of the personality of taathors , so for example one is able to recogmize
change in the strictness at the letters of Paun ftioe first to the Romans until to the last letter
Timothy. Also the choleric David or a Jeremiah thelancholic still are able to be recognized as
those persons.

As the authors set wrong priorities, the Holy Sfids corrected it at this place or another (e.g
Psalms 106,32+33).The writers have been one Syitit God (compare 1.Corinthians 6,16+17),
still they had their own character, what they saigs been from God , how they said it, it also has
been a sign of their own personality.

To conclude it, the Bible is not only a history kawr a manual for a Christian life, she, the Bildle
God’s Word, spoken by Him and therefore not onfpiimative, but often producing wonders .Even
as In certain circles the Bible will be abused,ause it is used as a book of magic-God’s Word has
power, brings salvation, healing and even worksoh@is only as it is applied under the leading ef th
Holy Spirit. So | want to encourage every Christiaot only to read it, but to apply His promises, a
it offers God the opportunity to reveal himselftt® humans, so they recognize that He is among
them:

As Chrissian
are “children of God”, it is very natural, that théesire spiritual food-they find it in the Bibl&hey
search for fellowship with God in prayer, becaudeewise they would be lonely and feel insecure
and also they search for fellowship with other @tgh of God. This is a further sign of something
which has been experienced by them, which is calbedersion.
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
